1. Call to Order and Attendance:  Eugene Hausner called the meeting to order at 5:34 pm.  Water & Sewer Committee members present: Eugene Hausner, Michael Broh, and Vern Demers. 

Prairie Sanitary District members present: Jim Blau, Gene Dischler, and Doug Feiner. 
Others present:  Wendy Crary, and Lew Averill.
2. Appoint Minute Taker:  Wendy Crary was appointed minute taker.
3. Approve Minutes:  Motion by Demers, second by Feiner to approve minutes from the September 12, 2012 Joint Water & Sewer Committee and Prairie Sanitary District Meeting.  Motion passed with all in favor.
4. Review and approve agenda:  Motion by Feiner, second by Demers to approve the agenda.  Motion passed with all in favor.
5. Discussion and possible action regarding Prairie Sanitary District sewer billing for Woodbury Estates residents: Feiner stated, “Most people know the billing in Woodbury has been an issue for a long time”. Averill reviewed information that he brought with for the meeting. Averill said, “History tells us Woodbury residents pay the minimum rate of $93.02, we’re trying to come up with a solution that is agreeable to both the Village and the Prairie Sanitary District”. The Water & Sewer Committee discussed with the Prairie Sanitary District proposed agreements submitted by Lew Averill. Crary pointed out the cost difference for Village Sewer versus what the PSD would be charging. The Water & Sewer Committee will have the Village Engineer and Village Attorney review the agreement proposals submitted by the PSD prior to the Village Board reviewing. The consensus of both committees is to set a target date of July 1st to have some type of an agreement in place. A follow up meeting has been scheduled for May 15, 2013 at 5:30 p.m. No action was taken regarding Prairie Sanitary District sewer billing for Woodbury Estates residents.
