Meeting of the Village of Spring Green Plan Commission,

Downtown Design Committee, and
Joint Extraterritorial Zoning Committee
Wednesday, May 15, 2013

Immediately following the Hearings at 7:00 p.m.

1. Marcus called meeting to order at 7:15 p.m. as a Meeting of the Spring Green Plan Commission, Downtown Design Committee, and Joint Extraterritorial Zoning Committee.
Members present: Joel Marcus, Greg Prem (JEZC), Eugene Hausner, and Lew Averill.  Bob Tennant (JEZC), Michael Broh, and Brad Hutnik (JEZC) were absent.
JEZC members present: Sheryl Jones, Jim Sprecher, and one vacant seat.
Others present: Wendy Crary, Terry Shifflet, Gary Nachreiner, Mark Scoles, Tom Shraeder, Lynne Johnson, Marty Prem, Chad Hunter, Carolyn Cassin, and Ed Lilla.
2. Crary appointed minute taker.
3. Motion by Prem, second by Averill, to address items 5 & 6 after item 15 and to approve the meeting agenda with the change. Motion passed with all in favor.

4. Approve minutes from the April 17, 2013 Plan Commission Hearing, and the April 17, 2013 Plan Commission, Downtown Design Committee, and Joint Extraterritorial Zoning Committee Meeting.  Motion by Hausner, second by Averill, to approve minutes.  Motion passed with all in favor.
5. Item moved.
6. Item moved.

7. Motion by Prem, second by Averill, to convene as the Plan Commission and Joint Extraterritorial Zoning Committee at 7:17 p.m. Motion passed with all in favor.

8. Discussion and possible action on the consideration of a request by The Wisconsin Riverside Resort for a conditional use permit for an off-premise sign on parcel #0490, 806 W. Madison Street, Village of Spring Green. Marcus explained that this item addresses the off-premise sign only and that the reduced setbacks will be addressed in the next item. Lilla explained Wisconsin Riverside Resorts request. The Plan Commission and JEZC reviewed the application. Motion by Prem, second by Hausner to approve request by The Wisconsin Riverside Resort for a conditional use permit for placement of an off-premise sign on parcel #0490, 806 W. Madison Street, Village of Spring Green. Motion passed with all in favor.
9. Discussion and possible action on the consideration of a request by The Wisconsin Riverside Resort for a conditional use permit for yard reduction for placement of an off-premise sign on parcel #0490, 806 W. Madison Street, Village of Spring Green. Motion by Hausner, second by Prem to approve request by The Wisconsin Riverside Resort for a conditional use permit for yard reduction for placement of an off- premise sign on parcel #0490, 806 W. Madison Street, Village of Spring Green. Motion passed with all in favor.

10. Preliminary consultation with Hodan Center regarding Bargain Nook request to relocate to the B-3 District, property located at E5016 USH 14, parcel #032-0933, Town of Spring Green. Marcus explained that at a Retail Committee Meeting with the Spring Green Area Chamber of Commerce a representative with Bargain Nook informed the Committee that they were moving to the B-3 District along USH 14. Marcus continued by saying, “As the Zoning Ordinance stands, clothing retail is not a permitted use in the B-3 District, there are however other areas it may fall under, such as charitable or non-profit institutions which is a conditional use”. Tom Shraeder with Hodan Center stated, “We are non-profit”. Shraeder continued by explaining that the Bargain Nook employs three adults with disabilities and that it is very important to have a facility with one level that is affordable. The Hodan Center serves over 130 individuals with disabilities. Marty Prem said, “We were unaware of the zoning issues and would like it to be considered to be added as a permitted use or at least allowed under the non-profit condition use”. Averill explained that the reason there are restrictions on what types of businesses are allowed along the highway is to maintain a vital Downtown. Lynn Johnson explained that they have looked at many locations in the downtown and they are not accessible which is vital to the business. Marcus stated, “I don’t think we should add clothing stores as a permitted use, however there is a strong case for non-profit”. Greg Prem stated, “I think the non-profit route is the way to go”. Motion by Averill, second by Hausner, to encourage the Hodan Center to apply for a conditional use permit under charitable or non-profit institutions. Motion passed with all in favor.
11. Discussion and possible action regarding the WI Farmland Preservation Program within the Extraterritorial Zoning Area and the Village of Spring Green. Crary updated the Plan Commission and JEZC regarding a letter that was sent as a result of Brian Simmert’s suggestion requesting a two year extension. No action necessary regarding this item.

12. Motion by Hausner, second by Averill, to convene as the Plan Commission at 7:54 p.m. Motion passed with all in favor. 

13. Discussion and possible action on the consideration of a request by River Valley Nursing Home, Inc. for modifications to an existing conditional use permit for parcel #0507, 501 S. Winsted Street, Village of Spring Green. Joel Marcus withdrew himself self as committee chair and appointed Gene Hausner for this item due to conflict of interest. Lilla reviewed the request and informed the Plan Commission that the berm they are requesting be removed from the conditional use requirements is not an issue, but all other conditions should be kept. Motion by Prem, second by Averill, to revise the existing conditional use permit for River Valley Nursing Home to eliminate the berm for the garage, all other conditions of the permit will stand. Marcus abstained. Motion passed.
14. Discussion and possible action regarding implementation of a review process for non-compliance issues. Prem stated, “Clearly we need to implement a process”. The Plan Commission discussed possibilities for increasing fees or added charges for review by the Village Engineers Office. The consensus of the Plan Commission is to revise the fee structure for all zoning, re-zoning, and conditional use permits. No action necessary regarding this item.

15. Discussion and possible action regarding the review of recommended changes for the Village Smart Growth Plan. Lilla passed out a revised Transportation Plan map, Land Use Plan map, and ET Land Use Plan map. The Plan Commission reviewed the revised plan maps and will have Crary publish for a Hearing in July.  No action necessary regarding this item. 
5. Motion by Prem, second by Lew, to convene as the Plan Commission and Downtown Design Committee at 8:50 p.m. Motion passed with all in favor.

6. Discussion and possible action on Exterior Renovations for Nina’s at 143 E. Jefferson Street located in the Downtown Design District. Joel Marcus withdrew himself as committee chair and appointed Gene Hausner for this item due to conflict of interest. Marcus explained the color changes for the awning and painting at Nina’s. Motion by Prem, second by Averill to approve the Exterior Renovations for Nina’s at 143 E. Jefferson Street located in the Downtown Design District. Marcus abstained. Motion passed.
16. General Public Comment. There was no general public comment at this time. 
17. Adjourn.  Motion by Hausner, second by Averill, to adjourn at 8:55 p.m.  Motion passed with all in favor.
