Minutes of Regular Session

Proceedings of the Village of Spring Green Board of Trustees meeting on August 14, 2013 at 7:00 pm, 154 N. Lexington Street, Spring Green Wisconsin.

1. Call to order: Gene Hausner, Village President called the meeting to order at 7:00 pm.  
2. Roll call of Village Board members:  Members present were Gene Hausner, Robin Reid, Joel Marcus, Norm Miller and Vern Demers.  LuEtta Miller and Michael Broh were absent.  Also present were Wendy Crary, Linda Schwanke, Richard Johnson, Ed Lilla and Jenny Pappas.
3. Approve Minutes:  Demers moved and Reid seconded to approve the minutes of the July 24, 2013 Regular Board Meeting.  Motion carried.

4. Review and approve agenda:   N. Miller moved and Marcus seconded to approve the agenda as presented.  Motion carried.  
5. Consent agenda:  N. Miller moved and Demers seconded to approve the consent agenda consisting of the following:
a. Approval of Financial Report

b. Approval of Disbursements

Old Business:  

a. Lilla stated he, Greg Wipperfurth and Gene Hausner went and took a look at the Johnson property on Davies Road and there is not an easy solution or quick fix for the problem.  Lilla stated a permanent fix could be achieved when the road is re-done, but that could be a long way off.  Lilla stated the village could explore the option of a road ditch in the village right-of-way to store some of the water.  Lilla stated a ditch would be relatively low-cost, but would not solve the problem 100%.  Marcus asked if the water flooding into the Johnson’s yard was coming from the road or from private property.  Lilla stated it is probably coming from both.  Marcus stated he was trying to determine if this situation is the village’s responsibility.  Lilla stated the village did not build the road; Davies Road was already in existence when it was annexed into the village.  Demers stated if something is done to “patch” the problem and something comes up down the line, would the village be responsible?  Reid stated this is an unfortunate set of circumstances, but it affects a minimal amount of people.  Reid stated she did not want to set precedence on fixing smaller items.  The consensus of the board was to take no action at this time.

New Business:
a. N. Miller moved and Demers seconded to approve the request submitted by Nick Ehlinger to hold a block party on Lexington Street on Sunday, September 8, 2013 as presented.  Motion carried. 
b. The board discussed an email received from Bruce Hamachek regarding the burn pile located at the recycling center on Kennedy Road.  Wipperfurth stated the DNR received a grant to chip the material at the recycling center.  Wipperfurth noted the last time the DNR was out to chip the material, there was a large amount of it that could not be chipped.  Wipperfurth stated the only option was to burn what was left over and unfortunately it had stumps and dirt in the pile.  Wipperfurth stated he spoke to the recycling center attendant regarding placement of certain items and items that are not allowable.  No action taken.
c. Wipperfurth stated the pumps at the Daley Street Lift Station cannot keep up during a heavy rain event and requested to upgrade the pumps.  Wipperfurth went over price quotes received from Crane Engineering and LW Allen.  Lilla stated the Madison Street Lift Station and Daley Street Lift Station were designed the same; however, the infiltration issues with the Daley Street Lift Station were unknown at the time of the design.  Lilla stated his thought was the village needs to find out where the problem lies and suggested smoke testing.  Lilla described the smoke testing process.  Lilla stated the Daley Street Lift Station covers a significant portion of the downtown and east side of the village.  Lilla suggested performing the smoke test even if the new pumps are ordered.  The consensus of the board was to have Lilla bring cost estimates/vendor information for the smoke testing to the next board meeting.  No action taken.
d. Marcus moved and N. Miller seconded to approve Resolution R-1303, 2013 Budget Amendment Resolution as presented.  Motion carried.
e. N. Miller moved and Demers seconded to approve the 2014 Property Assessment Contract between Wendorff Assessing, LLC and the Village of Spring Green as presented.  Motion carried.
