1. Call to Order and Attendance:  Eugene Hausner called the meeting to order at 5:30 pm.  Water & Sewer Committee members present: Eugene Hausner, and Vern Demers. Michael Broh was absent.
Prairie Sanitary District members present: Jim Blau, Gene Dischler, and Doug Feiner. 
Others present:  Wendy Crary, Greg Wipperfurth, Ed Lilla, and Lew Averill.
2. Appoint Minute Taker:  Wendy Crary was appointed minute taker.
3. Approve Minutes:  Motion by Demers, second by Blau to approve minutes from the April 17, 2013 Joint Water & Sewer Committee and Prairie Sanitary District Meeting.  Motion passed with all in favor.
4. Review and approve agenda:  Motion by Demers, second by Blau to approve the agenda.  Motion passed with all in favor.
5. Discussion and possible action regarding recommendations for new agreement with the Prairie Sanitary District: Hausner passed out a bullet point list of proposed changes to the Village and Prairie Sanitary District billings and operations. The Water & Sewer Committee reviewed each item with the Prairie Sanitary District Committee. Minor revisions were made to clarify items proposed. The committees discussed setting a mandatory review of the agreement every three years once both committees reach a consensus for a revised agreement. Dischler stated, “The Village is going to have to monitor the pumps in Woodbury if we go this route.” The Water & Sewer Committee reviewed the current rates for the Village to read the PSD meters, the Office Labor for billing, postage, and bookkeeping. The Committees discussed installing a meter on the Woodbury tank immediately and sharing the cost. Joint Vote: Motion by Blau, second by Feiner, for the Village and PSD to share the cost of installing a flow meter on the Woodbury tank with the understanding that a credit will be given to the PSD for their portion if the agreement is approved by both parties. Motion passed with all in favor. The PSD requested time to review the Village’s proposal for an agreement and will contact the Village when they are ready to schedule a meeting. Hausner requested that the PSD contact the Village sometime in August for the Joint Meeting.
6. General Public Comment:  There was no general public comment at this time. 
7. Adjourn:  Motion by Demers, second by Feiner to adjourn at 6:30 p.m.  Motion passed with all in favor.
