1. Marcus called meeting to order at 7:06 p.m. as a Meeting of the Spring Green Plan Commission, Downtown Design Committee, and Joint Extraterritorial Zoning Committee.
Members present: Joel Marcus, Greg Prem (JEZC), Eugene Hausner, Bob Tennant (JEZC), and Brad Hutnik (JEZC). Michael Broh, and Lew Averill were absent.
Downtown Design members present: Paul Kardatzke, and Yvonne Notbohm. Nick Liegel was absent.
JEZC members present: Fred Iausly, and Sheryl Jones. Jim Sprecher arrived at 7:07 p.m.
Others present: Wendy Crary, Bill Mertens, Marty Prem, Lynne Johnson, Joe Bradford, Tom Shraeder, Susan Jannotta, Nicholas Jannotta, Wesley Kraemer, and Ed Lilla.
2. Crary appointed minute taker.
3. Motion by Prem, second by Tennant, to approve meeting agenda. Motion passed with all in favor.

4. Approve minutes from the May 15, 2013 Plan commission, and Joint Extraterritorial Zoning Committee Hearing, Plan Commission Hearing, and Plan Commission, Downtown Design Committee, and Joint Extraterritorial Zoning Committee Meeting.  Motion by Prem, second by Iausly, to approve minutes.  Motion passed with all in favor.
5. Motion by Tennant, second by Hutnik, to convene as the Plan Commission and Downtown Design Committee at 7:07 p.m. Motion passed with all in favor.

6. Discussion and possible action on a sign permit for Stephens Insurance & Retirement at 147 W. Jefferson Street located within the Downtown Design District. The Plan Commission and Downtown Design Committee reviewed the application submitted. Crary informed the committees that Stephens was unable to attend the meeting due to a conflict. Motion by Tennant, second by Notbohm to approve the sign permit for Stephens Insurance & Retirement at 147 W. Jefferson Street located within the Downtown Design District. Motion passed with all in favor.

7. Motion by Iausly, second by Prem, to convene as the Plan Commission and Joint Extraterritorial Zoning Committee at 7:10 p.m. Motion passed with all in favor.

8. Discussion and possible action on the consideration of a request by Bargain Nook/Hodan Center for a conditional use permit for Charitable or Non-Profit Institution on parcel #032-0933, E5016 USH 14, Town of Spring Green. Marcus stated, “As you may recall we had a preliminary consultation last month with the Bargain Nook about relocating to USH 14, we discussed changing the ordinance to allow, but I was opposed.” “The ordinance does specifically list Charitable or Non-Profit Institution as a conditional use in the B-3 District.” The Plan Commission and JEZC discussed possible conditions to be placed on the conditional use permit. Motion by Prem, second by Hausner to approve request by Bargain Nook/ Hodan Center for a conditional use permit for Charitable or Non-Profit Institution on parcel #032-0933, E5016 USH 14, Town of Spring Green with the condition that the conditional use permit is specific to only the Bargain Nook. Motion passed with all in favor. 

9. Preliminary consultation with Hanor Company of Wisconsin, E4614 USH 14 regarding rezoning portions of parcels #032-0020 and #032-0032 from AP Village & Extraterritorial Agricultural Preservation District to B-8 Village & Extraterritorial Highway Commercial District. Wes Kraemer reviewed documents submitted for both items #9 & #10 in regards to Hanor Company. Iausly said, “The Town reviewed this matter last week and it’s actually a three lot CSM.” Lilla explained, “There are two separate items, Hanor is looking to combine parcels and rezone a small portion that is to be added to the B-8 property.” Joe Bradford stated, “We’re buying a sliver of property from Pecks to square up the property line and to use for truck parking.” Iausly said, “When the town looked at this, parcel #0032 is slated for future commercial, this will clean up existing problems and is within the intent of the land use plan.” Joint Vote: Motion by Prem, second by Hausner, to direct Hanor to proceed with the Certified Survey Map and rezoning submittal. Motion passed with all in favor.
10. Preliminary consultation with Hanor Company of Wisconsin, E4614 USH 14 regarding creation of a Certified Survey Map to combine parcels #032-0026, #032-0029, and #032-0033 with portions of #032-0020, #032-0030, and #032-0032. This item was handled jointly with item #9.
11. Information regarding Farmland Preservation Zoning Ordinance Certification Extension. Crary informed the Plan Commission and JEZC that the Village was granted a two-year extension for Farmland Preservation Certification. This will allow Sauk County to complete the county plan and then the Village and JEZC can work with the county for certification. No action necessary regarding this item.
12. General Public Comment. Bill Mertens stated, “This was a very good meeting, well done.” There was no additional general public comment at this time. 
13. Adjourn.  Motion by Prem, second by Iausly, to adjourn at 7:40 p.m.  Motion passed with all in favor.
