Meeting of the Village of Spring Green Plan Commission
And Joint Extraterritorial Zoning Committee
Wednesday, July 17, 2013

Immediately following the Hearings at 7:00 p.m.

1. Marcus called meeting to order at 7:45 p.m. as a Meeting of the Spring Green Plan Commission and Joint Extraterritorial Zoning Committee.
Members present: Joel Marcus, Bob Tennant (JEZC), Michael Broh, Lew Averill, Eugene Hausner, and Brad Hutnik (JEZC). Greg Prem (JEZC) was absent.
JEZC members present: Fred Iausly, Sheryl Jones, Jim Sprecher.
Others present: Wendy Crary, Mark Peck, Russell L. Bauer, Becky Ray, Dave Ray, Howard Murphy, Darlene Murphy, Robin Reid, Bruce Bradley, Ed Lilla, John Christensen, Susan Maxwell, and Wes Kraemer.
2. Crary appointed minute taker.
3. Motion by Broh, second by Hausner, to approve meeting agenda. Motion passed with all in favor.
4. Approve minutes from the June 19, 2013 Plan Commission, and Joint Extraterritorial Zoning Committee Hearing, and  the Plan Commission, Downtown Design Committee, and Joint Extraterritorial Zoning Committee Meeting. Motion by Tennant, second by Iausly, to approve minutes.  Motion passed with all in favor.
5. Discussion and possible action on a Certified Survey Map (CSM) submitted by Hanor/Kronseder Farms, to combine parcels #032-0026, #032-0029, & #032-0033 with portions of #032-0020, #032-0030, & #032-0032, located at E4614 USH 14, Town of Spring Green. Lilla explained that the CSM & Rezone came before the Plan Commission and JEZC as preliminary consultation last month. The majority of the parcels are already zoned commercial. Lilla reviewed the CSM with the Plan Commission and JEZC and the process for the CSM and rezone. Motion by Tennant, second by Hausner, to recommend approval of the Certified Survey Map (CSM) submitted by Hanor/Kronseder Farms, to combine parcels #032-0026, #032-0029, & #032-0033 with portions of #032-0020, #032-0030, & #032-0032, located at E4614 USH 14, Town of Spring Green contingent upon approval of rezoning and a ownership name correction for parcel #032-0020 & #032-0032. Iausly informed the Plan Commission that the Town of Spring Green has approved the CSM. Motion passed with all in favor. 
6. Discussion and possible action on the consideration of a request by Hanor / Kronseder Farms to rezone portions of parcels #032-0020 and #032-0032, portions of lot 1 of proposed three lot Certified Survey Map, E4614 USH 14, Town of Spring Green from AP Village & Extraterritorial Agricultural Preservation District to B-8 Village & Extraterritorial Highway Commercial District. Motion by Averill, second by Tennant to recommend approval to rezone portions of parcels #032-0020 and #032-0032, portions of lot 1 of proposed three lot Certified Survey Map, E4614 USH 14, Town of Spring Green from AP Village & Extraterritorial Agricultural Preservation District to B-8 Village & Extraterritorial Highway Commercial District. Iausly informed the Plan Commission that the Town of Spring Green has reviewed the rezone and it is consistent with the Township’s Comprehensive Plan. Motion passed with all in favor.
7. Discussion and possible action regarding information from the WI Department of Natural Resources and a revised model Floodplain Ordinance. The Plan Commission and JEZC discussed the letter received from the DNR in regards to a revised model Floodplain Ordinance. Averill stated that he would like to defer until the next meeting to give him more time to review the revised document. Motion by Averill, second by Iausly, to table this item until the August meeting. Motion passed with all in favor.
8. Motion by Averill, second by Broh, to convene as the Plan Commission at 8:15 p.m. Motion passed with all in favor. 
9. Discussion and possible action on the consideration of a request by Robin Reid & Bruce Bradley for a conditional use permit for a Bed & Breakfast Establishment on parcel #0566, 353 W. Hoxie Street, Village of Spring Green. Joel said, “You will note in your packet there is a memo from Ed.” Marcus read portions of Section 4.04 Standards for Review and Approval of Conditional Uses from the Technical Review prepared by Ed Lilla. Joel said, “This is significant because in the hearing we heard from individuals either for or against, I wish they would have stayed for this part of the meeting.” Averill said, “Lets discuss deed restrictions, I’ve never seen deed restrictions in the form of a resolution. Should we do anything without referring with Allan Peckham?” Lilla explained that a previous issue with a fence in this same subdivision was reviewed by Peckham and his opinion was that the deed restriction would transfer to a Home Owners Association if one existed.” Broh stated, “I would like to get Allan’s opinion.” Robin Reid said, “I want due process, you to take the time needed for my neighbors.”  Motion by Broh, second by Averill to refer this matter to the Village Attorney for a legal opinion and to resume discussion at the August meeting. Motion passed with all in favor.
10. Discussion and possible action on the consideration of amendments to Section 2, Element 1 – 9 of the Village of Spring Green Comprehensive Plan. Motion by Tennant, second by Broh, to recommend approval of amendments to Section 2, Element 1 – 9 of the Village of Spring Green Comprehensive Plan. Motion passed with all in favor. 
11. General Public Comment. There was no general public comment at this time. 
12. Adjourn.  Motion by Hausner, second by Averill, to adjourn at 8:37 p.m.  Motion passed with all in favor.
