Meeting of the Village of Spring Green Plan Commission,

Downtown Design Committee, and 

Joint Extraterritorial Zoning Committee
Wednesday, October 16, 2013

Immediately following the Hearing at 7:00 p.m.

1. Marcus called meeting to order at 7:04 p.m. as a Meeting of the Spring Green Plan Commission, Downtown Design Committee, and Joint Extraterritorial Zoning Committee.
Members present: Joel Marcus, Bob Tennant (JEZC), Michael Broh, Greg Prem (JEZC), Eugene Hausner, Brad Hutnik (JEZC), and one vacant seat.
Downtown Design members present: Paul Kardatzke, and Yvonne Notbohm. Nick Liegel was absent.
JEZC members present: Fred Iausly, Sheryl Jones, and Jim Sprecher.
Others present: Wendy Crary, Dan Vernon, Matt Archie, and Ed Lilla. 
2. Crary appointed minute taker.
3. Motion by Broh, second by Tennant, to approve meeting agenda. Motion passed with all in favor.
4. Approve minutes from the September 18, 2013 Plan Commission and Joint Extraterritorial Zoning Committee Meeting. Motion by Iausly, second by Tennant, to approve minutes.  Motion passed with all in favor.
5. Motion by Broh, second by Hausner, to convene as the Plan Commission and Downtown Design Committee at 7:06 p.m. Motion passed with all in favor.

6. Discussion and possible action on a sign permit for Cornerstone Church at 210 N. Lexington Street located within the Downtown Design District. Matt Archie explained that the sign will be on a very large rock placed on the corner 5 feet from both sidewalks. Archie continued by explaining that the sign will be very similar to the Kraemer sign in Plain. Broh inquired about the hours that the sign will be lit. Archie responded that they would prefer a dusk to dawn light. The committee discussed how late the light can remain on. Archie said, “We would be happy to set the timer to shut the light off at 10 p.m. on the nights when there are no activities being held”. Kardatzke inquired about the vision triangle for the intersection. Archie stated, “We will make sure it complies”.  Motion by Notbohm, second by Tennant to approve the sign permit for Cornerstone Church at 210 N. Lexington Street located within the Downtown Design District contingent upon the following; sign will not obscure the Vision Triangle and lights will be turned off at 10:00 p.m. when there are no activities being held at the church. Motion passed with all in favor.

7. Motion by Iausly, second by Tennant, to convene as the Plan Commission and Joint Extraterritorial Zoning Committee at 7:16 p.m. Motion passed with all in favor.
8. Discussion and possible action regarding the review of standards for structure removal and/or demolition. Lilla said, “After the last meeting Bob Tennant brought up the home on STH 23 that is being moved”. Lilla continued by explaining that a zoning permit is required for demolition but is not required for moving a building. Iausly inquired about public utility connections. Marcus stated, “We cannot enact and ordinance for this specific case but we can enact an ordinance for future cases. The Plan Commission and JEZC discussed the possibilities for an ordinance regarding this matter. Tennant expressed his concerns regarding the basement being filled in at the property. Motion by Tennant, second by Broh to table discussion until the November meeting for further research. Motion passed with all in favor.
9. Motion by Broh, second by Tennant, to convene as the Plan Commission at 7:37 p.m. Motion passed with all in favor. 

10. Discussion and possible action regarding the review of a letter drafted for John Rasmussen regarding Forest View Estates Subdivision and restrictions per SR-1 Village Special Design Review (overlay) Zoning District. The Plan Commission reviewed the letter drafted by Ed Lilla. Prem stated, “It is very specific about what needs to be done for the lots, we’ve laid out what the parameters are”. The Plan Commission discussed possible additions or changes for the letter. Prem said, “I agree and like everything that is in the letter”. Motion by Broh, second by Tennant to approve the letter with the exception that Joel Marcus be the signatory instead of Wendy Crary. Motion passed with all in favor.
11. Discussion and possible action on the consideration of amended Floodplain Ordinance due to revised Flood Insurance Study materials for Sauk County. Motion by Tennant, second by Prem to recommend approval of the amended Floodplain Ordinance to the Village Board. Motion passed with all in favor.
12. General Public Comment. There was no general public comment at this time. 
13. Adjourn.  Motion by Tennant, second by Prem, to adjourn at 8:04 p.m.  Motion passed with all in favor.
