Minutes of Regular Session

Proceedings of the Village of Spring Green Board of Trustees meeting on February 12, 2014 at 7:02 pm, 154 N. Lexington Street, Spring Green Wisconsin.

1. Call to order: Gene Hausner, Village President called the meeting to order at 7:02 pm.  
2. Roll call of Village Board members:  Members present were Gene Hausner, Robin Reid, Joel Marcus, LuEtta Miller, Vern Demers and Michael Broh.  Norm Miller was absent.  Ed Lilla arrived at 7:03 pm.  Also present were Wendy Crary, Linda Schwanke, Greg Wipperfurth, Kevin Wilkins, Ed Lilla and Jenny Pappas.
3. Approve Minutes:  Demers moved and Reid seconded to approve the minutes of the January 22, 2014 Regular Board Meeting.  Motion carried.

4. Review and approve agenda:   Demers moved and Marcus seconded to approve the agenda as presented. Motion carried.

Old Business:

a. Hausner stated in 2012, the village board approved Dixon Engineering to perform an inspection of the water tower.  Hausner stated the inspection was completed; however the project did not progress any further from there.  L. Miller asked if the inspection would still be valid as a couple of years have passed.  Wipperfurth stated the inspection would still hold.  Wipperfurth stated the water tower painting process is very lengthy and asked the board if they would like to proceed with this project.  Crary asked if the project would be bid later in the year for the following year.  Wipperfurth stated if the process is started now, more dollars can be budgeted this year for next year.  L. Miller asked what the estimated cost was to paint the water tower.  Wipperfurth stated approximately $259K to paint the tower inside and out.  Crary stated there is $200K in the budget at this point; however with two street projects on the horizon, cash flow would be an issue if all three projects are taken on at the same time.  Lilla suggested getting a revised quote from Dixon Engineering.  The board discussed project timing and the antennas located on the tower.  Hausner stated the next step would be to notify the firm; this is a high dollar expenditure amount so we should get bids.  L. Miller stated in 2012 warranties were discussed and asked how long the warranty would be on the paint.  Lilla stated it should be a longer warranty than spot painting.  Wipperfurth stated the warranty should be around 15 years.  Reid moved and Demers seconded to authorize Greg Wipperfurth to prepare a request for proposals with the assistance of the Village Engineer to obtain proposals/timetables with specifications from qualified paint engineers for painting of the Spring Green water tower.  Motion carried.
