Minutes of Regular Session

Proceedings of the Village of Spring Green Board of Trustees meeting on February 26, 2014 at 7:00 pm, 154 N. Lexington Street, Spring Green Wisconsin.

1. Call to order: Gene Hausner, Village President called the meeting to order at 7:00 pm.  
2. Roll call of Village Board members:  Members present were Gene Hausner, Robin Reid, Joel Marcus, LuEtta Miller, Vern Demers and Michael Broh.  Norm Miller was absent.  Ed Lilla arrived at 7:03 pm.  Also present were Wendy Crary, Linda Schwanke, Greg Wipperfurth, Kevin Wilkins, Michele L’Herault, Timm Zumm, Stan Lamont, George Peranteau and Jenny Pappas.
3. Approve Minutes:  L. Miller moved and Demers seconded to approve the minutes of the February 12, 2014 Regular Board Meeting.  Motion carried.

4. Review and approve agenda:   N. Miller moved and Reid seconded to approve the agenda as presented. Motion carried.  
5.
New Business:

a. Broh moved and Demers seconded to approve the Disbursements as presented.  Motion carried.
b. L’Herault stated a certified letter was mailed to her asking her to run her water; however, she did not receive the letter until after her lateral froze. L’Herault stated she had no idea this could happen; it was not disclosed to her when she purchased the home.  L’Herault stated she was not home for a couple of days in February and the lateral froze a second time, even though her water was left running.  Wipperfurth explained why certain homes have to run their water every year.  Wipperfurth stated generally, the village pays for the first freeze up and any after that would be the homeowner’s responsibility.  The board discussed whether a precedent would be set by paying the two bills from Foster Plumbing for thawing the L’Herault’s pipes.  Demers stated there is no question about the first bill – the village should pay.  Broh asked what can be done if the water is left running and it freezes up anyway.  Wipperfurth stated if it freezes, it is either not on or it is not running fast enough.  The board discussed the timing of the certified letters.  Marcus moved and Reid seconded to assume the expense of the first and second billings from Foster Plumbing for thawing the lateral at 356 N. Cincinnati Street.  Broh requested the motion include that L’Herault was following the necessary village procedure.  Marcus agreed to amend the motion as requested.  Reid seconded.  Motion carried.  Broh moved and N. Miller seconded to include two bills from Foster Plumbing on the February 26, 2014 Disbursements list in the amount of $274.30.  Motion carried.  
c. Marcus stated at the February Plan Commission/JEZC meeting, the Certified Survey Map (CSM) submitted by Timm and Heather Zumm to adjust lot lines between two parcels located at E5392 Jones Road was recommended for approval.  Marcus stated the consensus of the Plan Commission/JEZC was both lots are existing non-conforming lots and moving the lot lines would not worsen the situation.  Lamont asked if Lot #2 of the proposed CSM was currently unbuildable and if this change would make it buildable.  Zumm stated Lot #2 has had a perc test and it is buildable; right now it is a legal buildable lot.  Demers moved and N. Miller seconded to approve the Certified Survey Map (CSM) submitted by Timm & Heather Zumm, to adjust lot lines between parcels #032-0861 and #032-0862 located at E5392 Jones Road, Town of Spring Green as presented.  Motion carried.
d. Marcus stated at the February Plan Commission meeting, the proposed school fair building was discussed.  Marcus stated the proposed site of the building, which would be located on school property is shown on the village zoning map as R-2 – Village Large Lot Residential.  Marcus stated at one time, all school property was zoned R-1 – Village Small Lot Residential, and in 2001 the zoning ordinance was updated giving the school its own zoning designation of S-1 – Village and Extraterritorial School Zoning District.  Marcus explained when the school property was being developed in the 1960s, some of the property was subdivided and sold off as a series of lots on Westmor and pointed out a portion of parcel #182-0462 is shown as R-2.  Marcus stated the consensus of the Plan Commission was an error was made when the map was updated.  Demers moved and N. Miller seconded to correct the zoning of parcel #182-0462 in its entirety to S-1 – Village and Extraterritorial School Zoning District.  Motion carried. 
e. The board discussed an email received from Barb Johnson requesting the village do more to address the issue of ice on sidewalks.  Crary noted issues with frozen laterals meant sidewalks had to take the back burner.  Crary suggested that residents try to be more understanding.  Reid stated this has not been a standard winter and citizens need to take responsibility for what they do in winter weather.  Reid stated citizens need to make choices to keep themselves safe.  No action taken.  
f. Demers went over the following items discussed at the January 29 Personnel Committee Meeting
· Training:  authorized by Village President and Department Head in advance – two months advance would be ideal

· Hiring:  two people should be present during the interview/hiring process.  Wilkins asked if part or full time.  Crary noted full time employee hiring is already handled by the full village board.  The consensus was to leave the process as-is

· Mileage:  paid from village office to the training location

· Training Expenses:  need to be approved ahead of time

Reid went over time off forms and noted there would now be a separate form for compensatory time accrual.  Reid stated the Personnel Committee is seeking to acquire statistics as to why employees are accruing compensatory time so educated staffing decisions can be made.  L. Miller moved and Broh seconded to accept the recommendation of the Personnel Committee regarding Time Off/Accrued Comp & Flex Time forms.  Motion carried.

g. Reid/Demers explained the Personnel Committee would like Wilkins to start tracking actual costs for police services to Plain, the school liaison officer position and municipal court so what is being charged can be justified.  Wilkins stated he would start tracking costs; which will be hard.  No action taken.
