Meeting of the Village of Spring Green Plan Commission
 And Joint Extraterritorial Zoning Committee
Wednesday, February 19, 2014

1. Marcus called meeting to order at 7:02 p.m. as a Meeting of the Spring Green Plan Commission and Joint Extraterritorial Zoning Committee.
Members present: Joel Marcus, Michael Broh, Greg Prem (JEZC), Bob Tennant (JEZC), and Daniel Vernon.  Brad Hutnik (JEZC), and Eugene Hausner were absent.
JEZC members present: Fred Iausly, and Sheryl Jones. Jim Sprecher arrived at 7:07 p.m.
Others present: Jenny Pappas, Ed Lilla, LeRoy Huffman, Darlene Huffman, Joyce Portz, Herb Portz and Timm Zumm.
2. Pappas appointed minute taker.
3. Motion by Broh, second by Iausly, to approve meeting agenda. Motion passed with all in favor.
4. Approve minutes from the January 15, 2014 Plan Commission and Joint Extraterritorial Zoning Committee Meeting. Motion by Iausly, second by Tennant, to approve minutes.  Motion passed with all in favor.
5. Discussion and possible action regarding Timm Zumm’s request to reshape boundaries of parcels #032-0861, and #032-0862 located at E5392 Jones Road, Town of Spring Green.  Marcus stated Zumm had a preliminary consultation and subsequently attended the January 15 Plan Commission and JEZC Meeting whereby Zumm was instructed to proceed with the development of the final CSM.  Lilla noted Zumm has an existing non-conforming lot, however, the CSM proposal does not make it any worse.  Motion by Broh, second by Iausly to approve a Certified Survey Map (CSM) submitted by Timm & Heather Zumm, to adjust lot lines between parcels #032-0861 and #032-0862 located at E5392 Jones Road, Town of Spring Green as presented.  Motion passed with all in favor.
6. Discussion and possible action regarding the review of standards for structure removal and/or demolition. Marcus stated at the last meeting, sample ordinances from other communities along with WI DNR information was given to the committee members.  Marcus asked if there were any further thoughts and noted he did not have time to look this item over.  Marcus suggested tabling this item until the March meeting.  Motion by Tennant, second by Vernon to table discussion until the March meeting.  Motion passed with all in favor.   
7. Motion by Tennant, second by Broh, to convene as the Plan Commission at 7:12 p.m. Motion passed with all in favor. 

8. Discussion and possible action regarding access to residential lot, parcel #182-0529-1, property located north of Hoxie Street and west of Winsted Street. Marcus stated a preliminary consultation was held regarding this item in January and it was decided at that time to acquire a legal opinion from the Village Attorney.  Marcus stated the legal opinion is pretty black and white; Albany Street (proposed) is the only access to the lot in question.  Marcus stated if Albany Street (proposed) is vacated, 50 percent of the property would go to the adjacent property owners; it is not in the best interest of the Village to sell the property.  Prem stated the Plan Commission found a way to make a similar situation work for the dental clinic and it would be interesting to look at the details of that scenario.  Prem stated he wondered if there was a different way to look at this situation.  Broh asked if the adjacent property owners have been contacted.  D. Huffman stated she has maintained the property for many years and was upset that she was not informed of this or any prior meeting.  J. Portz stated when they bought the lot, they assumed there would always be access to the property.  D. Huffman inquired about the alley and stated she was told that it was vacated, but did not have any paperwork to prove it.  Marcus stated he wanted to clarify that this is still a preliminary discussion and if action is to be taken, then the neighbors would be notified.  J. Portz stated she would like to see Albany Street (proposed) go to each owner on either side with room for a private drive.  The lot in question would be then sold as just one lot.  Prem stated the village could abandon the street, convey it to the adjacent property owners and Portz’s could buy it back from the new owners.  Marcus stated consistency with the zoning needs to be maintained.  J. Portz stated in a sense, we have gone right back to this being a land locked property.  Marcus stated there is legal access to Lot 2, but it is not practical at this point.  Broh stated if there was agreement between the neighbors, this could still work out.  H. Portz asked how to continue.  Prem stated he thinks the Portz’s have the right to consult with Allan Peckham, at least briefly.  Prem stated even if the Portz’s do not pursue this item any farther, the status of the east/west alley from Winsted to Worcester should be looked into.  No action was taken.   
9. Discussion and possible action regarding zoning conflicts for parcel #182-0462, property proposed for School Fair Building, located north of the village Municipal Well.  Lilla went over CSM’s from 1964 and 1982 related to the school district.  Lilla stated the lot in question does not appear to be a separate lot.  Motion by Marcus, second by Tenant to recommend to the Village Board to correct the Village of Spring Green Zoning Map to reflect the actual zoning of parcel #182-0462 in its entirety shown as unplatted on CSM #1230 dated September 23, 1981 from R-2 to S-1.  Motion passed with all in favor.
10. General Public Comment. There was no general public comment. 
11. Adjourn.  Motion by Tennant, second by Prem, to adjourn at 8:11 p.m.  Motion passed with all in favor.
