Minutes of Regular Session

Proceedings of the Village of Spring Green Board of Trustees meeting on May 14, 2014 at 7:00 pm, 154 N. Lexington Street, Spring Green Wisconsin.

1. Call to order: Gene Hausner, Village President called the meeting to order at 7:00 pm.  
2. Roll call of Village Board members:  Members present were Gene Hausner, Robin Reid, Joel Marcus, Norm Miller, LuEtta Miller and Vern Demers.  Michael Broh was absent.  Also present were Greg Wipperfurth, Andrew Kurek, Susan Lee, Louise Dotter, Mary Preuss, Shannon Radel, Sharyn Knudson, Linda Schwanke, Ellery Schaffer and Jenny Pappas.
3. Approve Minutes:  N. Miller moved and Reid seconded to approve the minutes of the April 23, 2014 Regular Board Meeting.  Motion carried.

4. Review and approve agenda:   Demers moved and Reid seconded to approve the agenda as presented.  Motion carried.  
5. Consent agenda:  Demers moved and N. Miller seconded to remove Item 5b from the consent agenda for further discussion.  Motion carried.  Marcus moved and Reid seconded to approve the consent agenda consisting of the following:

Motion carried.
Item 5b:  Demers questioned the US Cellular bill for the Spring Green Police Department and requested Chief Wilkins bring a complete description of the billing to the next board meeting.  Demers moved and Marcus seconded to approve the Disbursements list as presented.  Motion carried.

Old Business:

a. L. Miller moved and N. Miller seconded to approve the Village of Spring Green Personnel Policy as presented.  Motion carried.
7.       New Business:
a. The board discussed a letter received from village resident Mary Lien regarding golf course signage.  Dotter stated a way finding sign and/or signage indicating the course is open to the public would be most appreciated.  Marcus stated a large sign would be up to the golf association; however the village could put up one or two small directional signs.  Marcus stated the signs would have to be located on Hoxie Street as the Wisconsin Department of Transportation may object to a sign on Winsted/Highway 23 because it is a state highway.  Marcus asked Wipperfurth if the sign(s) could be procured at a reasonable cost.  Wipperfurth stated he would look into the cost associated with the signage.  No action taken.
b. Louise Dotter introduced the dog park officers and gave an update on the recent burn.  Dotter stated approximately half of the park was burned successfully.  Dotter stated there is a concern regarding the culvert located at the park as it is not catching water and is washing out the driveway.  Wipperfurth stated he would take a look at the culvert.  Dotter asked if the public works department could resume the mowing task at the park.  Wipperfurth asked for one contact person regarding the mowing, because he has faced issues in the past with different people asking for different mowing areas at the park.  The consensus of the board was to resume mowing.  No action taken.   
c. Sharyn Knudson addressed the board regarding plumbing issues she has experienced recently due to tree roots.  Knudson stated she would like the village to remove the tree.  Wipperfurth stated the tree is a very large Chinese Elm and it is too large for the village to remove; an outside contractor will have to remove the tree.  Wipperfurth stated he has received on price quote so far on the tree removal, and it was for $600 - $800.  The consensus of the board was to obtain more price quotes.  Demers moved and N. Miller seconded to authorize Greg Wipperfurth to expend up to $800 for the tree removal at 278 S. Wood Street.  Motion carried.
d. Reid moved and L. Miller seconded to approve a request submitted by David Youngquist on behalf of the River Valley Elementary Studio School for the use of Jefferson Street from Lexington Street to the alley next to the Post House Garden on Monday, June 9th from 5:30 – 8:00 pm.  Motion carried.
e. Marcus moved and N. Miller seconded to appoint LuEtta Miller and Louise Dotter to the River Valley Court Commission.  Motion carried.
f. N. Miller moved and Ried seconded to approve Resolution R-1402 Declaring Intent to Exercise Special Assessment Powers Under Section 66.0701 Wisconsin Statutes to levy special assessments upon property listed on the attached schedule entitled Project I.D. 5916-00-68/72, Village of Spring Green, West Madison Street, (Shifflet Road to Wood Street), Local Street, Sauk County as presented.  Motion carried.
g. Demers moved and L. Miler seconded to approve Resolution R-1403 Declaring Intent to Exercise Special Assessment Powers Under Section 66.0701 Wisconsin Statutes to levy special assessments upon property listed on the attached schedule entitled Project I.D. 5916-00-69/71, Village of Spring Green, East Jefferson Street, (Worcester Street to STH 23), Local Street, Sauk County as presented.  Motion carried.
