Minutes of Regular Session

Proceedings of the Village of Spring Green Board of Trustees meeting on May 28, 2014 at 7:00 pm, 154 N. Lexington Street, Spring Green Wisconsin.

1. Call to order: Gene Hausner, Village President called the meeting to order at 7:00 pm.  
2. Roll call of Village Board members:  Members present were Gene Hausner, Robin Reid, Joel Marcus, Norm Miller, LuEtta Miller, Vern Demers, and Michael Broh.  Also present were Wendy Crary, Kevin Wilkins, Greg Wipperfurth, Linda Schwanke, and Tim Johnson. Ed Lilla arrived at 7:21 p.m.
3. Approve Minutes:  Demers moved and Reid seconded to approve the minutes of the May 14, 2014 Regular Board Meeting.  Motion carried.

4. Review and approve agenda:   N. Miller moved and Reid seconded to approve the agenda as presented.  Motion carried.

New Business:

a. Marcus explained the Plan Commission & JEZC recommendation for approval with conditions for the Certified Survey Map submitted by Jeanette Luther. Demers moved and N. Miller seconded to approve the Certified Survey Map (CSM), submitted by Jeanette Luther, to divide parcel #032-0899 into two lots with the following conditions:  1) WisDoT access for driveway to lot 2 must be obtained or an alternate access secured prior to Village signature of the CSM. 2) A CSM in its final form; signed, sealed, and dated by the registered land surveyor shall be supplied by the applicant for signature. The map shall incorporate any revisions requested by the Village Plan Commission or Town of Spring Green Plan Commission. 3) Parkland Dedication and Fee in Lieu of Parkland Dedication is to be waived via variance under the Spring Green Land Division Ordinance.  Motion carried.
b. Marcus stated that he is in favor of the request submitted by Arcadia Books, we just need to make sure there is no obstruction of the sidewalk. Marcus moved and Broh seconded to approve the request submitted by John Christensen/Arcadia Books to utilize a charcoal grill in front of Arcadia Books for approximately one hour on June 5, 2014 with the condition that the sidewalk not be obstructed so pedestrians can pass easily. Motion carried. 
c. L. Miller moved and Demers seconded to waive all Village Building and Zoning permits fees for the construction of the River Valley School Fair Building. Motion carried. 
d. Wipperfurth explained that a representative with the DNR comes every 3 years to complete a Report. Wipperfurth said, “All deficiencies listed have been addressed with the exception of chlorinating, previous Village Boards have not been in favor of chlorinating the water”. No action was necessary regarding the State of Wisconsin – DNR Sanitary Survey Report for the Spring Green Waterworks.

e. Wipperfurth explained that the 2013 Compliance Maintenance Annual Report is for the Waste Water Treatment Plant. In addition a resolution passed by the Village Board is required for completion of the reporting process. Demers moved and N. Miller seconded to approve Resolution R-1404, 2013 Compliance Maintenance Annual Report. Motion carried. 
f. Demers informed the Village Board that Dave Reik is the newly elected County Supervisor for the Village. Demers continued by informing the board that it is not required that a County Representative be appointed to the Library Board but is recommended. Reid moved and Broh seconded to appoint Dave Reik to the Library Board with the term ending 2015. Motion carried.
