Minutes of Regular Session

Proceedings of the Village of Spring Green Board of Trustees meeting on June 25, 2014 at 7:00 pm, 154 N. Lexington Street, Spring Green Wisconsin.

1. Call to order: Gene Hausner, Village President called the meeting to order at 7:00 pm.  
2. Roll call of Village Board members:  Members present were Gene Hausner, Joel Marcus, Norm Miller, LuEtta Miller and Vern Demers.  Robin Reid and Michael Broh were absent.  Also present were Greg Wipperfurth, Kris Stoddard, Dave Riek, Linda Schwanke and Jenny Pappas.
3. Approve Minutes:  L. Miller moved and Demers seconded to approve the minutes of the June 11, 2014 Special Assessments Hearing and Regular Board Meeting.  Motion carried.

4. Review and approve agenda:   N. Miller moved and Marcus seconded to approve the agenda as presented.  Motion carried.

      New Business:
a. Marcus stated Gerald & Margaret Sprecher had a preliminary consultation with the Plan Commission and JEZC in May.  Marcus noted one issue with the CSM; a structure on the proposed lot needs to be either torn down or modified to comply with the setback requirements.  Marcus stated the Sprecher’s agreed to modify the structure so it complies.  Demers moved and N. Miller seconded to approve a Certified Survey Map (CSM) submitted by Gerald & Margaret Sprecher, to create a 0.74 acre parcel from parcel #032-0940, located at S12676 CTH G, Town of Spring Green as presented.  Motion carried.
b. N. Miller moved and Demers seconded to approve the request submitted by Gerald & Margaret Sprecher to re-zone a portion of parcel #032-0940, lot 1 of proposed Certified Survey Map, S12676 CTH G, Town of Spring Green from AT Village & Extraterritorial Agricultural Transition District to R-7 Extraterritorial Existing Two Family Residential Subdivision District as presented.  Motion carried.

c. The board reviewed the 2005 agreement between the Spring Green Dog Park and Village of Spring Green.  Wipperfurth stated the park was started by a special interest group and initially the village agreed to have the public works department mow the park one time per year, and it is now up to twice per month.  Wipperfurth stated the public works department is also plowing the parking area during the winter months.  Wipperfurth suggested the dog park hire out the mowing and plowing duties as it takes away from public work’s regular duties and it is rough on the equipment as well.  Marcus stated he feels the board should honor their original agreed upon terms and anything above and beyond that would have to be the responsibility of the dog park.  Hausner recommended compiling the village’s actual costs for maintenance/garbage pick up to give the Friends of the Dog Park an idea of how much they should raise to cover those costs.  The consensus of the board was to have Wipperfurth come up the costs associated with the maintenance that is currently being performed and bring the figures to the next board meeting.  Marcus asked Stoddard what the status of the relationship between the dog park and chamber is.  Stoddard stated originally the dog park wanted to utilize the chamber’s raffle license, but the license is only for the chamber.  Stoddard stated the dog park wants her to act as their fiscal agent, but they do not want to give up control of the funds.  Stoddard stated talks between the dog park and chamber are on-going.  Marcus stated it is apparent we are not ready to approve anything at this point; the board should honor previous commitments, but then draw the line.  Hausner discussed the role of government briefly and noted costs need to be determined before discussing further.  L. Miller stated she was not in favor of creating a budget line item for the dog park.  No action taken.  
d. Marcus stated the East Jefferson Street project is slated to begin August 18 and downtown merchants have expressed concern regarding alternate routes to the downtown during construction.  Marcus stated the grant for the street reconstruction does not include funding for signage.  Marcus stated he has consulted the Chief and they have come up with what they feel is the most logical detour route, which would entail detouring traffic to East Madison from Winsted, then to South Lexington at the four-way stop signs and North to Jefferson Street.  Marcus stated individual retailers were asking that signs include business names and directions.  Wipperfurth stated the WI Department of Transportation does not allow business names on signs on state highways but will allow directional signs as long as permission is obtained.  Marcus stated one alternative would be the Plan Commission could waive the off-premise sign rule during the project and businesses could erect their own signs.  Marcus stated this alternative should only be available only to businesses directly affected by the street project.  Stoddard stated she has been working with retailers on this issue and would check with other area chambers for signage that could be borrowed during construction.  Stoddard suggested finding out what the cost of signage would be before making any further decisions.  The consensus of the board was to proceed with looking into the cost of the signs.  Marcus stated he will work with Stoddard on this issue.  No action taken.
e. Marcus moved and Demers seconded to approve a proclamation regarding Marie Hunt as presented.  Motion carried.
