Joint Meeting of the Sanitation & Recycling Committee

1. Call to order and attendance: Eugene Hausner called the meeting to order at 5:31 p.m. 

Committee Members present: Eugene Hausner, Vern Demers, and Norm Miller. 

Others present: Wendy Crary, Greg Wipperfurth, James Blau, Dave Radel, Mike Paulsen, and Dennis Polivka.
2. Appoint minute taker: Wendy Crary appointed minute taker. 

3. Read and approve minutes of the February 5, 2014 Sanitation & Recycling Committee Meeting:  Demers moved and Miller seconded to approve the minutes of the February 5, 2014 Sanitation & Recycling Committee Meeting. Motion passed with all in favor.
4. Read and approve minutes of the February 6, 2014 Joint Meeting of the Spring Green Township and Sanitation & Recycling Committee Meeting. Blau moved and Radel seconded to approve the minutes of the February 6, 2014 Joint Meeting of the Spring Green Township and Sanitation & Recycling Committee Meeting. Motion passed with all in favor. 

5. Review and approve agenda: Miller moved and Demers seconded to approve the agenda. Motion passed with all in favor.
6. Discussion and possible action regarding policies for the Recycling Center/Burn Area. The Committee and Township discussed setting different hours during the winter months of December 1st through April 1st. Regular hours would then be from April through November. The idea of staggering the Wednesday and Saturday hours of operation for opposite weeks was also discussed. The consensus is to have the Recycling Center/Burn Area open on the 1st and 3rd Saturdays of the month, and the 2nd and 4th Wednesdays of the month during the winter hours December 1st through April 1st. A Job Description for the Attendant that works at the Recycling Center/ Burn Area along with a new timesheet was also discussed. The consensus is to have the Attendant turn his timesheet into the Village Office, the Village will pay the attendant for 50% of the hours shown on the timesheet, scan and email to Jim Blau for the Town of Spring Green to pay the attendant for the remaining 50% of the hours. Hiring an alternate to fill in for the Attendant when he is unable to work was also discussed. It was decided that there should be a list of phone numbers for the Attendant to call if he is unable to work. Polivka stated, “We need to have Gene and myself meet with Jerome Carmody to discuss the duties, it is important to have representatives from the Village and the Township when we meet with him”. The number of keys to the Recycling Center will be as follows; three for the Township, three for the Village, and one for the attendant. The Township can decide who will be responsible for letting people into the Recycling Center/Burn Area outside of the hours of operation. The key holders will be responsible for supervision of those utilizing the Recycling Center/Burn Area outside of the regular hours. No action was taken regarding this matter.
7. Discussion and possible action regarding an agreement between the Village of Spring Green and the Town of Spring Green for the operation/ maintenance of the Recycling Center /Burn Area.  The Committee and the Township reviewed the previous draft agreement. It was decided that any revenue received for the Recycling Center needs to be split 50/50 and should be part of the agreement. The creation of an Addendum to the Agreement  listing DOT rates for equipment along with hourly rates for Public Works Employees was also discussed. Crary informed the Township that they can inquire with the Sauk County Highway Department for approved DOT equipment rates. The Sanitation & Recycling Committee will meet with the Town of Spring Green on an annual basis once the agreement is finalized. The annual meeting should be held sometime during the month of November every year. The Village will bill the Town of Spring Green Quarterly for the Public Works and equipment hours for the Recycling Center. Any revenue received will be issued on a separate check to the Town of Spring Green on a quarterly basis as well. No action was taken regarding this matter.
8. General Public Comment: There was no general public comment at this time.
9. Adjourn: Demers moved and Blau seconded to adjourn at 6:26 p.m.
