Immediately following the Hearings at 7:00 p.m.

1. Marcus called meeting to order at 7:05 pm as a Meeting of the Spring Green Plan Commission, Downtown Design Committee, and Joint Extraterritorial Zoning Committee.
Members present: Joel Marcus, Greg Prem (JEZC), Eugene Hausner, Bob Tennant (JEZC), and Brad Hutnik (JEZC). Michael Broh, and Dan Vernon were absent.
Downtown Design members present: Yvonne Notbohm (arrived at 7:08 pm). Paul Kardatzke was absent.
JEZC members present: Sheryl Jones and Jim Sprecher.  Fred Iausley was absent.
Others present: Jenny Pappas, Ruth Schreiner, Peg Sprecher, Jerry Sprecher, Tim Johnson, Jim Blau and Ed Lilla.
2. Pappas appointed minute taker.
3. Motion by Tennant, second by Hutnik, to approve meeting agenda. Motion passed with all in favor.
4. Approve minutes from the May 21, 2014 Plan Commission and Joint Extraterritorial Zoning Committee Meeting.  Motion by Tennant, second by Prem, to approve minutes.  Motion passed with all in favor.
5. Motion by Tennant, second by Hausner, to convene as the Plan Commission and Downtown Design Committee at 7:07 pm.  Motion passed with all in favor.

6. Discussion and possible action on a Sign Permit and Exterior Renovations for Prairie Flowers and Gifts at 126 N. Lexington Street located in the Downtown Design District.  Schreiner described her proposed sign, paint colors and window lettering.  Marcus discussed the projecting aspect, noting the proposed sign would not project any further than neighboring Convivio.  Motion by Tennant, second by Notbohm to approve the sign permit and exterior renovations for Prairie Flowers and Gifts at 126 N. Lexington Street located in the Downtown Design District as presented.  Motion passed with all in favor.

7. Motion by Prem, second by Sprecher, to convene as the Plan Commission and Joint Extraterritorial Zoning Committee at 7:17 pm.  Motion passed with all in favor.

8. Discussion and possible action on a Certified Survey Map (CSM) submitted by Gerald & Margaret Sprecher, to create a 0.74 acre parcel from parcel #032-0940, located at S12676 CTH G, Town of Spring Green.  Lilla stated the CSM complies with the ordinance with the exception of the building that straddles the property line.  Lilla stated the building should be removed or modified before the CSM is signed.  Sprecher stated they plan to remove 20 feet of the building and keep the remaining portion.   Motion by Prem, second by Hausner to recommend approval of a Certified Survey Map (CSM) submitted by Gerald & Margaret Sprecher, to create a 0.74 acre parcel from parcel #032-0940, located at S12676 CTH G, Town of Spring Green contingent upon the remediation of the temporary garage as described and to waive parkland dedication fees as discussed. Motion passed with all in favor. 

9. Discussion and possible action on the consideration of a request by Gerald & Margaret Sprecher to rezone a portion of parcel #032-0940, lot 1 of proposed Certified Survey Map, S12676 CTH G, Town of Spring Green from AT Village & Extraterritorial Agricultural Transition District to R-7 Extraterritorial Existing Two Family Residential Subdivision District.  Motion by Prem, second by Blau to recommend approval of a request submitted by Gerald & Margaret Sprecher to rezone a portion of parcel #032-0940, lot 1 of proposed Certified Survey Map, S12676 CTH G, Town of Spring Green from AT Village & Extraterritorial Agricultural Transition District to R-7 Extraterritorial Existing Two Family Residential Subdivision District contingent upon completion and recording of the final Certified Survey Map.  Motion passed with all in favor.
10. Motion by Hausner, second by Tennant to convene as the Plan Commission at 7:20 pm.  Motion passed with all in favor.
11. Discussion and possible action on the consideration of a request by River Valley School District for a conditional use permit for yard reduction on parcel #0462, 660 W. Daley Street, Village of Spring Green.  Lilla stated the zoning issues have been resolved for this parcel.  Lilla noted the conditional use allows for provisions to be imposed (landscaping, cleanliness, etc.) if so desired.  Motion by Prem, second by Hausner to approve the request submitted by River Valley School District for a conditional use permit for yard reduction on parcel #0462, 660 W. Daley Street, Village of Spring Green as presented.  Motion passed with all in favor.
12. Motion by Prem, second by Hausner to table discussion and possible action regarding the review of standards for structure removal and/or demolition to the July meeting.  Motion passed with all in favor.
13. General Public Comment:  There was no general public comment. 
14. Adjourn.  Motion by Tennant, second by Prem, to adjourn at 7:37 pm.  Motion passed with all in favor.
