Item 5b:  N. Miller questioned the amount of the Spring Green Police Department’s US Cellular bill.  Wilkins stated the billing was for the regular monthly service, plus billing for an air card for the modem in the squad car.  Marcus questioned the payment of $2,660.45 to Austin Stoddard.  Wilkins explained this was a training reimbursement and the Spring Green Police Department will be reimbursed for the amount by the Wisconsin Department of Justice.  N. Miller moved and Demers seconded to approve Item 5b of the consent agenda. Motion carried.

      New Business:
a. Lilla stated the board needs to approve the Engineer’s Report to proceed with the street projects.  Lilla stated a copy of the Engineer’s Report for both the East Jefferson and West Madison street projects is at the Village Office and both have a schedule of assessments/payment schedule.  L. Miller asked if the retaining wall that will be located at the corner of Wood Street/Madison Street is the village’s responsibility.  Lilla confirmed that this will be the village’s responsibility, but 80% of the cost will be paid by the State.  N. Miller moved and Demers seconded to approve the Engineer’s Report for the 2014 East Jefferson Street Improvement Project as presented.  Motion carried.
b. Demers moved and Reid seconded to approve the Engineer’s Report for the 2014 West Madison Street Improvement Project as presented.  Motion carried.
c. Dotter stated the Spring Green Chamber is on board to sponsor the dog park, and will let them utilize their 501(c)(3) status.  Dotter stated the Chamber will act as their fiscal agent and handle all donations and associated reporting.  Dotter suggested drafting an agreement on each entities responsibility.  Dotter stated she would work on a draft agreement for the board’s review at a future meeting.  No action taken.  
d. The board reviewed a letter submitted by Joe Bindl requesting reimbursement for four and a quarter hours of vacation time that he lost.  Bindl stated he had scheduled vacation time in April; however, an emergency situation arose and  he had to come in and work one of the days he had scheduled off.  The personnel policy states an employee can carry over no more than 40 hours of vacation at their anniversary date.  Demers stated you can have a problem if you don’t take care of your people – especially if they are willing to come in when there is an emergency.  Marcus stated the personnel policy allows for exceptions to the rule and Bindl met the criteria for the exception.  Demers moved and N. Miller seconded to replace the four and a quarter hours of vacation time lost to Joe Bindl as requested.  Motion carried.  
e. The board discussed a letter submitted by Greg Wipperfurth regarding the municipal pool.  The letter stated the pool is leaking approximately 10,000 to 14,000 gallons of water per day.  Badger Pool has been contacted and will be coming to do several tests to try and determine the cause of the leak.  No action taken.
f. Marcus moved and Demers seconded to approve the Annual Service Agreement between The Village of Spring Green and Automatic Entrances of Wisconsin, Inc. as presented.  Motion carried.
