Minutes of Regular Session

Proceedings of the Village of Spring Green Board of Trustees meeting on August 13, 2014 at 7:02 pm, 154 N. Lexington Street, Spring Green Wisconsin.

1. Call to order: Gene Hausner, Village President called the meeting to order at 7:02 pm.  
2. Roll call of Village Board members:  Members present were Gene Hausner, Robin Reid, Joel Marcus, Norm Miller, LuEtta Miller and Vern Demers.  Michael Broh was absent.  Also present were Wendy Crary, Greg Wipperfurth, Bonnie Bindl, Joe Bindl, Linda Schwanke, Mike Makarowski, Ed Lilla and Jenny Pappas.
3. Approve Minutes:  Demers moved and Reid seconded to approve the minutes of the July 23, 2014 Regular Board Meeting.  Motion carried.

4. Review and approve agenda:   N. Miller moved and Demers seconded to approve the agenda as presented.  Motion carried.  
5. Consent agenda:  N. Miller moved and Demers seconded to approve the consent agenda consisting of the following:

New Business:
a. L. Miller moved and Demers seconded to approve the request submitted by St. John’s Catholic Church to close the municipal pool to the public on Thursday, August 28, from 6:30 pm – 8:00 pm for a pool party as presented.  Motion carried.
b. Makarowski stated he would like to see the repair or replacement of Madison Street from Highway 23 to Peterson Street happen within the next year or two.  Demers stated he would like to see this street moved up on the street plan list.  Lilla stated this street is second on the list right now, and the Frontier water main should be addressed.  Lilla stated there is a funding opportunity coming up this fall and there may be monies available for trucking/industrial parks and Jewell will look into these avenues.  Marcus asked about the scope of the project – if it would be a repair or a replacement project.  Lilla stated the village is more than likely looking at re-construction, especially with the water main issue.  Lilla stated the board should re-evaluate the street plan.  No action taken.
c. Demers moved and Reid seconded to approve the Professional Services Agreement submitted by Jewell Associates Engineers for the construction inspection, staking and shop drawing review for water main and sanitary sewer on the West Madison and East Jefferson Street projects as presented.  Motion carried.
d. Wipperfurth asked the board if they would like to proceed with the preliminary steps for the painting of the water tower so it can be completed next year.  The board discussed the budgeted amounts for the project.  Lilla stated the board may want legal counsel to look at the indemnification clause.  Marcus moved and N. Miller seconded to submit the Proposal/Contract Agreement for Elevated Water Storage Tank submitted by Dixon Engineering, Inc. to legal counsel for review.  Motion carried.
e. Reid stated she wants to start a discussion regarding the creation of a tree replacement program for the village.  Reid discussed her preliminary research, noting an article in the Wisconsin State Journal regarding the consideration of a fee to property owners.  Reid noted there are a couple of programs in Ohio that are highly regarded as well.  Demers stated he agrees the village needs to be in front of the situation, but has concerns that future boards may not follow suit.  Reid stated she would like to incorporate a culture of understanding and knowledge that tree planting is a cycle, species should be chosen wisely and planting in the terrace should be avoided.  Reid stated the board needs to continually discuss and promote these ideas.  Marcus stated he feels there is a culture in Spring Green that respects the environment and hopes future boards will carry on with these values and ideas.  L. Miller suggested contacting other municipalities to see if they have similar plans in place.  Reid stated she would like to create an Ad Hoc Committee regarding this issue.  Lilla suggested contacting Stevens Point students as they may be willing to come and inventory the trees and create an action plan as this type of task may be part of their curriculum.  No action taken.
f. Demers moved and N. Miller seconded to approve The Village of Spring Green 2015 Budget Timetable as presented.  Motion carried.

General Public Comment:  Bonnie Bindl voiced her concern in regards to a visibility issue at the intersection of Madison and Baltimore Streets.  Bindl stated the intersection is dangerous as there are trees, shrubs and weeds blocking the view which makes it difficult to see when pulling out onto Madison Street.  Crary suggested Bindl type a letter or send an email detailing the concern so the board can address the issue formally at the August 27, 2014 Board Meeting.  Joe Bindl stated he was concerned about visibility at the Jefferson and Winsted Street intersection and the Monroe and Albany Street intersection.  Bonnie Bindl inquired about village employee evaluations and timing of the evaluations.
