Meeting of the Village of Spring Green Plan Commission,

Downtown Design Committee, and
Joint Extraterritorial Zoning Committee
Wednesday, July 16, 2014
Held at Village Office

154 N. Lexington Street

Immediately following the Hearing at 7:00 p.m.

1. Marcus called meeting to order at 7:03 p.m. as a Meeting of the Spring Green Plan Commission, Downtown Design Committee, and Joint Extraterritorial Zoning Committee.
Members present: Joel Marcus, Eugene Hausner, Bob Tennant (JEZC), Brad Hutnik (JEZC), Michael Broh, and Dan Vernon. Greg Prem (JEZC) was absent.
Downtown Design members present: Yvonne Notbohm, and Paul Kardatzke. Currently one vacant seat.
JEZC members present: Jim Sprecher.  Fred Iausley, and Sheryl Jones were absent.
Others present: Wendy Crary, Dave Radel, Peg Sprecher, Paul Zillgitt, Patrice Peltier, and Ed Lilla. Stacy Hauden arrived at 7:16 p.m.
2. Crary appointed minute taker.
3. Motion by Broh, second by Tennant, to approve meeting agenda. Motion passed with all in favor.
4. Approve minutes from the June 18, 2014 Plan Commission, and Joint Extraterritorial Zoning Committee Hearings, and the Plan Commission, Downtown Design Committee, & Joint Extraterritorial Zoning Committee Meeting.  Motion by Tennant, second by Hutnik, to approve minutes.  Motion passed with all in favor.
5. Motion by Hausner, second by Notbohm, to convene as the Plan Commission and Downtown Design Committee at 7:05 p.m.  Motion passed with all in favor.

6. Discussion and possible action on a fence permit for Paul Zillgitt & Patrice Peltier at 187 S. Lexington Street located within the Downtown Design District. Crary explained that a fence permit is normally handled in house, but because the property is located within the Downtown Design District, it must be reviewed by the committee. Motion by Kardatzke, second by Notbohm to approve the fence permit for Paul Zillgitt & Patrice Peltier at 187 S. Lexington Street located within the Downtown Design District. Motion passed with all in favor.

7. Discussion and possible action regarding a request by the School Climate Committee for display of banners by Spring Green Businesses showing support for the River Valley School District. Lilla explained that this matter came up last month and that there are a couple of options. The banners could be deemed official signs and then would not require a permit, however the Village President does not feel that the banners  should be classified as official signs. The Downtown Design Committee could approve the banners as temporary signs for longer than the 4 weeks stated in the zoning ordinance. Currently a temporary sign does not require a permit or special approval for 4 weeks or less. Stacy Hauden arrived at 7:16 p.m. Hausner asked “What was the time frame you were looking for?” Hauden responded, “We were hoping to be able to have the banners up for the school year”. Notbohm asked, “Do you anticipate that these banners will be hung outside?” Hauden replied, “That is our hope”. Hauden continued by saying, “We took this idea from Hayward and it was a great thing for the businesses and the community”. The Downtown Design Committee discussed the temporary sign permit timeline of 4 weeks. Hauden explained that they hope to have all business including Shifflets and others along USH 14. Crary informed Hauden that the JEZC would have to approve the temporary signs for the Extraterritorial Area if the banners are to be displayed for longer than 4 weeks. Hauden will proceed with soliciting the business with the 4 week timeframe, if the desire is to have the banners up for longer than 4 weeks Hauden will submit a new request. No action was necessary regarding the request by the School Climate Committee for display of banners by Spring Green Businesses showing support for the River Valley School District.
8. Motion by Tennant, second by Sprecher, to convene as the Plan Commission and Joint Extraterritorial Zoning Committee at 7:35 p.m.  Motion passed with all in favor.

9. Preliminary consultation with Gerald & Margaret Sprecher regarding yard reduction on parcel #032-0940 located at CTH G, Town of Spring Green. Lilla explained that at the meeting last month when approval of the CSM & rezoning for this property was approved, he and Fred Iausly understood that the other side of the accessory structure was staying on the property with the house. Lilla continued by informing the Plan Commission and JEZC that the Sprecher’s intent was to leave ½ of the building on the other lot which doesn’t comply with the zoning district for setbacks. Lilla said, “I think the way to approach this would be to give them approval for an accessory structure without a principal structure.” “As it stands right now it’s a non-conforming building.” Lilla reviewed the handout he provided in regards to Minimum Yards, Farm Buildings Side Yard Minimum, and Maximum Building Height. The Plan Commission and JEZC discussed options for the Sprecher’s. Motion by Tennant, second by Broh, stating that the Plan Commission is in favor of Gerald & Margaret Sprecher applying for a variance with the Board of Zoning Appeals for the non-conforming building. Motion passed with all in favor. Motion by Marcus, second by Tennant, to authorize Ed Lilla to classify the non-conforming building as a Farm Building in the Technical Review for the Board of Zoning Appeals. Motion passed with all in favor. 
10. Discussion and possible action regarding Accessory Uses and Structures within the Village of Spring Green Zoning Ordinance. Lilla handed out information regarding Accessory Structures. Lilla explained that there have been recent inquiries and issues related to living quarters in accessory buildings. In addition the #1 request for variances in the Village and ET area is for side yard placement of an accessory structure. The consensus is to have this item placed on the agenda for future meetings to look at more specific ordinances and proposed changes. No action was taken regarding this matter. 
11. Motion by Broh, second by Hausner to convene as the Plan Commission at 8:15 p.m.  Motion passed with all in favor.
12. Preliminary consultation with Paul Zillgitt & Patrice Peltier regarding possible land survey and partial rezone for parcels #0180 & #0179 located at 199 & 187 S. Lexington Street, Village of Spring Green. Peltier explained that when she stopped to speak with Wendy Crary regarding the previously approved fence permit she informed me that an accessory structure would not be allowed without a principal structure on the vacant lot at 187 S. Lexington Street. Peltier and Zillgitt would like to place a gazebo on the vacant lot. Peltier asked, “What would be the best path to place a gazebo, do you have a recommended way to proceed?” Marcus stated, “I wouldn’t have any objections to the rezoning or CSM to join the two lots.” Peltier & Zillgitt were informed by the Plan Commission that as the zoning ordinance stands now, the gazebo would be required to be placed in the rear yard if the two lots are joined. The consensus of the Plan Commission is that Zillgitt & Peltier may proceed with the CSM and rezoning process. Otherwise they could wait to see what ordinance changes are going to be made regarding Accessory Uses and Structures prior to going through the expense for a CSM and rezoning. No action was necessary regarding this item. 
13. Discussion and possible action on the consideration of a request by Cardinal Rotar for a conditional use permit for yard reduction on parcel #0490-0202, 1277 E. Hoxie Street, Village of Spring Green. Paul Kardatzke handed out a picture of the proposed entrance remodeling. The Plan Commission reviewed the application submitted for the conditional use. Motion by Hausner, second by Tennant to approve the request by Cardinal Rotar for a conditional use permit for yard reduction on parcel #0490-0202, 1277 E. Hoxie Street, Village of Spring Green. Motion passed with all in favor.  

14. Motion by Marcus, second by Hausner to table discussion and possible action regarding the review of standards for structure removal and/or demolition to a future agenda that is shorter.  Motion passed with all in favor.
15. General Public Comment:  There was no general public comment. 
16. Adjourn.  Motion by Broh, second by Vernon, to adjourn at 8:35 p.m.  Motion passed with all in favor.
