Meeting of the Village of Spring Green Plan Commission
And Downtown Design Committee

Immediately following the Hearing at 7:00 p.m.

1. Marcus called meeting to order at 7:09 p.m. as a Meeting of the Spring Green Plan Commission, and Downtown Design Committee.
Members present: Joel Marcus, Bob Tennant, Eugene Hausner, Dan Vernon, and Greg Prem. Brad Hutnik, and Michael Broh were absent.
Downtown Design members present: Yvonne Notbohm, and Paul Kardatzke. There is currently one vacancy.

Others present: Wendy Crary, Ken Weitzel, Patrice Peltier, Catherine Flaherty, Charles Guadagnino, and Ed Lilla.
2. Crary appointed minute taker.
3. Motion by Tennant, second by Prem, to approve meeting agenda. Motion passed with all in favor.
4. Approve minutes from the August 20, 2014 Plan Commission, and Joint Extraterritorial Zoning Committee Meeting.  Motion by Tennant, second by Prem, to approve minutes.  Motion passed with all in favor.
5. Discussion and possible action on a Sign Permit to modify an existing sign for Freddy Valentine’s Public House at 134 W. Jefferson Street located in the Downtown Design District. Lilla pointed out one correction which was a typo in the Technical Review. The following was stricken “The application notes a changeable message sign but no data was provided and therefore it was not reviewed”, this was a carryover from a previous tech review. Motion by Tennant, second by Notbohm to approve the sign permit to modify an existing sign for Freddy Valentine’s Public House at 134 W. Jefferson Street located in the Downtown Design District. Motion passed with all in favor. 
6. Motion by Tennant, second by Hausner to convene as the Plan Commission at 7:13 p.m.  Motion passed with all in favor

7. Discussion and possible action on a Certified Survey map (CSM) submitted by Patrice Peltier & Paul Zillgitt, to join parcel #0179 & parcel #0180, located at 187 & 199 S. Lexington Street, Village of Spring Green. Marcus stated, “As you may recall, we held a preliminary consult with the applicants two months ago”. Lilla pointed out that there is a typo on the proposed CSM. Lilla told Peltier to have the surveyor call him to make corrections. Motion by Hausner, second by Vernon to recommend approval of a Certified Survey map (CSM) submitted by Patrice Peltier & Paul Zillgitt, to join parcel #0179 & parcel #0180, located at 187 & 199 S. Lexington Street, Village of Spring Green contingent upon approval of the rezoning for parcel #0179. Motion passed with all in favor. 
8. Discussion and possible action on the consideration of a request by Patrice Peltier & Paul Zillgitt to rezone parcel #0179, 187 S. Lexington Street, Village of Spring Green from B-1 Village Retail Business District to R-1 Village Small Lot Residential District. Motion by Tennant, second by Prem to recommend approval to rezone parcel #0179, 187 S. Lexington Street, Village of Spring Green from B-1 Village Retail Business District to R-1 Village Small Lot Residential District. Motion passed with all in favor. 
9. Discussion and possible action on the consideration of a request by Catherine Flaherty & Charles Guadagnino to rezone parcel #0080, 259 E. Jefferson Street, Village of Spring Green from B-1 Village Retail Business District to R-1 Village Small Lot Residential District. Marcus stated, “At the preliminary consult last month we discussed different options, the petitioners were adamant they preferred R-1 zoning”. The Plan Commission discussed possible restrictions. Motion by Prem, second by Hausner to recommend approval to rezone parcel #0080, 259 E. Jefferson Street, Village of Spring Green from B-1 Village Retail Business District to R-1 Village Small Lot Residential District. Motion passed with all in favor. 

10. Discussion and possible action on the consideration of a request by Catherine Flaherty & Charles Guadagnino for a conditional use permit for a street yard reduction on parcel #0080, 259 E. Jefferson Street, Village of Spring Green. Motion by Prem, second by Hausner to approve the conditional use permit for street yard reduction on parcel #0080 contingent upon final approval of rezoning by the Village Board. Motion passed with all in favor. 
11. Discussion and possible action regarding the review of standards for structure removal and/or demolition. The Plan Commission discussed various items regarding this item including: timelines for removal/ demolition, where & what can be buried on the property, traffic issues, length of time a razed building can sit on property, and safety fences. Lilla will bring back sample ordinances which were passed out at a previous meeting. No action was taken regarding the review of standards for structure removal and/or demolition. This item will be discussed further at the next meeting. 
12. Correspondence from FEMA regarding appeal process for flood hazard determinations, FIRM panels, & FIS report for the Village of Spring Green. 
13. General Public Comment:  There was no general public comment. 
14. Adjourn.  Motion by Prem, second by Tennant, to adjourn at 7:54 p.m.  Motion passed with all in favor.
