3. Motion by Hausner, second by Tennant, to approve hearing agenda. Motion passed with all in favor.
4. Discussion on the consideration of a request by Patrice Peltier & Paul Zillgitt to rezone parcel #0179, 187 S. Lexington Street, Village of Spring Green from B-1 Village Retail Business District to R-1 Village Small Lot Residential District. Ken Weitzel stated, “I am not against the rezone, I would like the same opportunity to rezone in the future, I own the lot to the north”. Marcus replied, “It would seem likely a rezone would be favorable, we cannot promise  as you will have to follow the rezoning procedures”.
