Minutes of Regular Session

Proceedings of the Village of Spring Green Board of Trustees meeting on October 22, 2014 at 7:03 pm, 154 N. Lexington Street, Spring Green Wisconsin.

1. Call to order: Gene Hausner, Village President called the meeting to order at 7:03 pm.  
2. Roll call of Village Board members:  Members present were Gene Hausner, Joel Marcus, LuEtta Miller Vern Demers and Michael Broh.  Robin Reid and Norm Miller were absent.  Also present were Wendy Crary, Linda Schwanke, Ed Lilla and Jenny Pappas.
3. Approve Minutes:  Demers moved and Broh seconded to approve the minutes of the October 8, 2014 Regular Board Meeting.  Motion carried.

4. Review and approve agenda:   Marcus moved and L. Miller seconded to approve the agenda as presented.  Motion carried.

Old Business:  
a. Crary went over the 2015 proposed budget noting the following:
· Expenses were updated through 10/17/14

· Page 3 – Increased water and sewer revenues based on historical data over the last couple of years
· Page 6 – fire protection amounts are still an estimate, Crary stressed the need for these figures earlier
· Page 14 – total revenue increasing by 0.70%

· Crary went over the municipal levy worksheet noting the allowable levy for 2015 is $1,080,000 as the WI Department of Revenue did not back out the cardinal refund last year of approximately $33K.  Crary suggested backing out the $33K.  Crary noted the levy can be increased by approximately $1K due to 0.96% net new growth.  The consensus of the board was to back out the $33K and increase the levy by $1K and to allocate the increase to Capital Projects – Streets.  
Broh moved and Demers seconded to have Crary proceed with the 2015 budget publication with a levy amount of $1,046,900.  Motion carried.

a. Broh moved and Demers seconded to approve the Disbursements as presented.  Motion carried.
b. Lilla went over the proposed Agreement for Wastewater Treatment and Billing between the Village of Spring Green and Prairie Sanitary District noting the agreement cancels all past agreements.  Lilla explained the roll the Village will take on with the Woodbury residents and the new quarterly charges to the Prairie Sanitary District.  Crary discussed the timing of the rate change for the Woodbury residents and notification process.  Broh moved and Demers seconded to approve the Agreements for Wastewater Treatment and Billing between the Village of Spring Green and Prairie Sanitary District as presented.  Motion carried.
