1. Call to order: Gene Hausner, Village President called the meeting to order at 7:04 pm.

b. Wilkins stated he rented two temporary heavy-duty air scrubbers until the new units arrived.  Wilkins stated the new units have now arrived and are much smaller and quieter than the temporary units.  Wilkins stated the air does feel different; it is much drier and warmer.  Wilkins stated although the air is safe now the air scrubbers may not be able to keep up; this is a band-aid fix and is not eliminating the problem.  Wilkins discussed his concern with ground water infiltration and recommended repair of this issue.  Wilkins stated he would like on-going air quality testing, perhaps from a different vendor and/or using a different testing method.  Wilkins stated the complete cleaning of the downstairs is currently scheduled for the first week in December.  No action taken.
