Minutes of Regular Session

Proceedings of the Village of Spring Green Board of Trustees meeting on December 3, 2014 at 7:00 pm, 154 N. Lexington Street, Spring Green Wisconsin.

1. Call to order: Gene Hausner, Village President called the meeting to order at 7:00 pm.  
2. Roll call of Village Board members:  Members present were Gene Hausner, Robin Reid, Joel Marcus, Norm Miller, LuEtta Miller, Vern Demers and Michael Broh.  Also present were Wendy Crary, Linda Schwanke, Kevin Wilkins, Kris Stoddard and Jenny Pappas.
3. Approve Minutes:  Demers moved and Broh seconded to approve the minutes of the November 19, 2014 Public Hearing and Regular Board Meeting.  Motion carried.

4. Review and approve agenda:   N. Miller moved and Demers seconded to approve the agenda as presented.  Motion carried.

New Business:

a. Reid moved and Broh seconded to approve the Disbursements as presented.  Motion carried.
b. Stoddard explained the Harley Freedom Ride to the board noting there would be approximately 800-1,000 riders that would come to Spring Green all at once and would stay for one to two hours.  Stoddard stated the Freedom Ride group is requesting food vendors, porta potties and adequate parking on the streets.  Stoddard stated any money that is raised in the village that day, would stay in the village.  Stoddard stated if the board is interested, there would be two planning meetings with the group prior to the event.  Stoddard asked the board for direction in regards to the event.  Marcus stated the Freedom Ride has come to Spring Green in the past and it is a large group; the downtown would be closed down for basically an entire day.  Marcus expressed his concern with the upcoming Jefferson Street project in the spring of 2015, along with the Art Fair and Car Show.  Marcus asked, “how much disruption can we take in one year?”  The board discussed the impacts to businesses and the ability to find enough food vendors. Reid suggested an alternate location such as North Park for parking the bikes as opposed to parking them all downtown.  Wilkins stated the riders would probably prefer keeping their bikes close by.  Broh stated he would have a hard time not taking advantage of bringing this many people into town.  Marcus suggested the request be brought before the retail committee before a decision is made by the board.  Stoddard stated she would bring this item before the retail committee and report back at the December 17 Village Board Meeting.  No action taken.
c. L. Miller moved and N. Miller seconded to set the caucus date for January 14, 2015.  Motion carried.

d. Reid moved and Demers seconded to appoint Dale Hottmann, Eugene Hausner and Paul Kardatzke to the Board of Review, term to expire December 2016.  Motion carried.
e. Crary explained the delinquent personal property tax for H & H Painting, and after numerous attempts, has been unable to contact the business owner.  Crary stated at this point, she can write off 2011 and 2012, and chargeback the 2013 amount.  Crary stated H & H Painting has been taken off the tax roll for 2014.  Demers moved and N. Miller seconded to write off the 2011 and 2012 delinquent personal property tax, and to chargeback the 2013 delinquent personal property tax for H & H Painting as presented.  Motion carried.
