1. Marcus called meeting to order at 7:03 p.m. as a Meeting of the Spring Green Plan Commission, and Joint Extraterritorial Zoning Committee.
Members present: Joel Marcus, Eugene Hausner, Michael Broh, and Greg Prem (JEZC). Brad Hutnik (JEZC), Bob Tennant (JEZC), and Dan Vernon were absent.
JEZC members present: Sheryl Jones, and Fred Iausley. Jim Sprecher was absent.

Others present: Wendy Crary, and Ed Lilla.
2. Crary appointed minute taker.
3. Motion by Broh, second by Iausly, to approve meeting agenda. Motion passed with all in favor.
4. Approve minutes from the September 17, 2014 Plan Commission Hearing, and Plan Commission, and Downtown Design Committee Meeting.  Motion by Hausner, second by Prem, to approve minutes.  Motion passed with all in favor.
5. Discussion and possible action regarding Accessory Uses and Structures within the Village of Spring Green Zoning Ordinance. The Plan Commission and JEZC reviewed information provided by Ed Lilla. Lilla stated, “We kind of looked at this information before, but we had a very long agenda last time and just breezed through it and stated we would bring it back for more discussion”. Lilla continued by saying, “I envision a two tiered process, one for smaller structures like garden sheds, and one for garages or larger accessory structures”. Iausly stated, “Something to consider looking at is something like Sauk County’s Ordinance, they have guidelines for a primary accessory structure and a second accessory structure”. “The secondary accessory structure has a maximum of 120 sf, the primary depends on the lot size, there's a table that defines the size allowed based on acreage”. Prem said, “One issue is an accessory structure that is larger than the principal structure”. The Plan Commission and JEZC discussed incorporating language that would require the roof line of an accessory structure be the same or similar to the principal structure along with similar materials and/or colors being required for aesthetic reasons. Jones asked, “Do we want to limit how many accessory structures are allowed?” Discussion occurred regarding agricultural versus residential. Consensus is to place a limit on number of accessory structures allowed for residential properties. Lilla said, “I can come back with some recommendations and sample ideas”. The Plan Commission and JEZC also discussed accessory structures being used as living space. No action was taken regarding Accessory Uses and Structures within the Village of Spring Green Zoning Ordinance. This item will be discussed further at the next meeting.
6. Motion by Broh, second by Prem to convene as the Plan Commission at 8:16 p.m.  Motion passed with all in favor

7. Discussion and possible action regarding the review of standards for structure removal and/or demolition. Lilla stated, “We’ve talked about this item for quite awhile”. Lilla handed out information in regards to structure removal and/or demolition. The Plan Commission discussed various items surrounding structure removal and/or demolition and reviewed a draft ordinance prepared by Lilla. No action was taken regarding the review of standards for structure removal and/or demolition. This item will be discussed further at the next meeting.
8. General Public Comment:  There was no general public comment. 
9. Adjourn.  Motion by Broh, second by Prem, to adjourn at 8:43 p.m.  Motion passed with all in favor.
