Minutes

Meeting of the Village of Spring Green Plan Commission
And Joint Extraterritorial Zoning Committee

1. Marcus called meeting to order at 7:00 p.m. as a Meeting of the Spring Green Plan Commission, and Joint Extraterritorial Zoning Committee.
Members present: Joel Marcus, Eugene Hausner, Michael Broh, Greg Prem (JEZC), Brad Hutnik (JEZC), Bob Tennant (JEZC), and Dan Vernon.
JEZC members present: Sheryl Jones, Jim Sprecher, and Fred Iausly.
Others present: Wendy Crary, and Ed Lilla.
2. Crary appointed minute taker.
3. Motion by Iausly, second by Prem, to approve meeting agenda. Motion passed with all in favor.
4. Approve minutes from the October 15, 2014 Plan Commission, and Joint Extraterritorial Zoning Committee Meeting.  Motion by Broh, second by Iausly, to approve minutes.  Motion passed with all in favor.
5. Discussion and possible action regarding Accessory Uses and Structures within the Village of Spring Green Zoning Ordinance. Marcus stated, “We’ve been working on this item for the past 3 or 4 months, Ed Lilla provided information for your packets”. Lilla said, “I suggest we put together some sample amendments to the existing ordinance for review at the next meeting”. The allowable height of an accessory structure was discussed. Iausly said, “I would advocate for a 20 foot height limit”. Iausly pointed out that Sauk County’s Ordinance has the height allowed based on the area of the lot. Iausly reviewed the county guidelines for the members present. Lilla stated, “What happens in the Village Zoning Districts would be different than the Extraterritorial Zoning Districts”. Lilla said, “One question we get in the township is the placement of propane tanks, we suggest they follow the guidelines for accessory structure setbacks”. Marcus stated, “So we are looking to review a proposed draft ordinance at the January meeting”. The Plan Commission and JEZC discussed side yard placement requirements, two tiered standards for unattached garages in the side yard, and review of accessory structures by the Plan Commission and JEZC. The Committees discussed various situations regarding living quarters within an accessory structure. Consensus regarding living quarters was not reached and will need to be discussed in further detail. No action was taken regarding Accessory Uses and Structures within the Village of Spring Green Zoning Ordinance. This item will be discussed further at the next meeting.
6. Motion by Tennant, second by Vernon to convene as the Plan Commission at 8:15 p.m.  Motion passed with all in favor.
7. Discussion and possible action regarding the review of standards for structure removal and/or demolition. 
The Plan Commission reviewed the proposed amendments for Chapter 189 – Building Construction within the Village Ordinances. Motion by Broh, second by Tennant, to send the proposed amendments to the Village Board for review and approval. Prior to vote of the motion, Hutnik inquired about procedure for burying foundation. Lilla explained that the state standards would apply. Tennant raised concern about the standards and thought that the basement floor should be required to be broke apart prior to burying. Tennant was informed that the DNR does not require it. Motion passed with Tennant opposed. 
8. General Public Comment:  There was no general public comment. 
9. Adjourn.  Motion by Tennant, second by Broh, to adjourn at 8:30 p.m.  Motion passed with all in favor.
