Minutes of Regular Session

Proceedings of the Village of Spring Green Board of Trustees meeting on January 14, 2015 at 7:04 pm, 154 N. Lexington Street, Spring Green Wisconsin.

1. Call to order: Gene Hausner, Village President called the meeting to order at 7:04 pm.  
2. Roll call of Village Board members:  Members present were Gene Hausner, Robin Reid, Joel Marcus, LuEtta Miller, Vern Demers and Michael Broh.  Norm Miller was absent.  Also present were Wendy Crary, Linda Schwanke, Greg Wipperfurth, Bob Churchill, Amery Harrington, Sandra Daniel, Shannon Radel, Mike Havlik, Kevin Wilkins, Ken Haas, Jamie Haas, Ryan Hewson and Jenny Pappas.
3. Approve Minutes:  Reid moved and Broh seconded to approve the minutes of the December 17, 2014 Regular Board Meeting.  Motion carried.

4. Review and approve agenda:  Broh moved and Demers seconded to approve the agenda as presented. Motion carried.  
5. Consent agenda:  Marcus moved and Broh seconded to approve the consent agenda consisting of the following:
a. Approval of Financial Report

b. Approval of Disbursements
Motion carried.
6.        New Business:  
a. Broh stated he read through the Partnership for Prosperity materials and did not like the REDI for Jobs Plan as the distribution does not seem appropriate for the village.  Marcus stated his first thoughts on the plan seemed very good, but at second glance it is just re-allocating what is already there.  Marcus stated the townships would get hurt and the large municipalities could potentially hurt the smaller municipalities.  Marcus stated the state legislature is putting the finger on and making decisions that were once made by the municipality.  Broh stated it seems as if “our hands are always tied”; this plan would give a municipality the freedom to set up a local tax if they chose – there is more opportunity for a local municipality to raise revenue.  Broh stated he does not like the idea that the State decides if the municipality can raise property tax and the municipality cannot make the decision on their own.  Reid stated she does not agree with the Resolution, and thinks it is a joke.  Reid stated it is a nice idea but it probably will not work.  No action taken.
b. Marcus stated the Plan Commission has been working on revisions to Village Ordinance - Chapter 189 since last April.  Marcus stated the revisions came about due to a Plan Commission member who lives next to a home that was demolished; this sparked discussion on whether the ordinances should be revised to include demolition language.  Marcus stated Chapter 189 suggested revisions include:

· Addition of the requirement for a Demolition Permit

· Addition of §189-7 Demolition of Buildings and Structures:  addresses permit required, process to be used and grading and fencing

· Addition of §189-8 Moving of Buildings and Structures:  addresses permit required, bond, protecting of property while moving building, tree trimming and protection of streets and improvements

Broh stated the Plan Commission has been discussing this topic for a long time, and commended the committee for their great work.  No action taken. 
c. Hausner stated Village Attorney Allan Peckham reviewed the Standard General Conditions of the water tower painting construction contract and had one question on Section 6 regarding contractor guarantee and warranty.  Wipperfurth stated he would ask Jim Orr of Dixon Engineering to attend the next board meeting to explain.  No action taken.
d. Wilkins stated Officer Havlik obtained a $4K grant last fall, which the department needs to spend by March, 2015.  Wilkins stated they took stock of what they had and at this point are pretty good, with the exception of the primary squad camera which is seven years old.  Wilkins stated the price for a new camera was originally quoted at $2,400, but this was a 2014 price quote.  Wilkins stated the new quote is $2,625, but he would work on trying to get the 2014 price.  Wilkins stated he would like to get radar display speed signs in the future; cost of these range between $4K-$6K each.  Wilkins stated they would also like to purchase three body cameras, which will cost $900.  Wilkins also requested LED flashlights and personal protection equipment totaling approximately $725.  L. Miller suggested having policies and procedures in place before using body cameras.  Wilkins agreed.  Broh moved and L. Miller seconded to approve the expenditure of up to $4K of Spring Green Police Department grant funds on a Squad Cam, Body Cameras, LED Flashlights and Personal Protection Equipment.  Video units not to be purchased/used until policies and procedures for use are in place.  Motion carried.
7. Information Items:

a. Government Affairs Seminar Brochure from the University of Wisconsin - Madison.

General Public Comment:  Churchill asked what the board was saying by not approving Resolution R-1501 Partnership for Prosperity.  Broh stated we are choosing not to send it back, so it is a “no” vote.  Churchill asked what the cost for a demolition permit will be.  Marcus stated the fee is not listed in the ordinance.  Crary stated General Engineering sets the fees, which are subsequently approved by the Village Board.

At 7:45 pm, Hausner moved and Broh seconded to convene into closed session under Section 19.85 (1)(e) of the Wisconsin Statutes for “Deliberating or negotiating the purchasing of public properties, the investing of public funds, or conducting other specified public business, whenever competitive or bargaining reasons require a closed session”.

Broh moved and Demers seconded to reconvene into open session at 8:11 pm.  Motion carried.

No action was taken on potential property for the Spring Green Police Department.

General Public Comment:  There was no general public comment.

Adjourn:  Broh moved and Demers seconded to adjourn at 8:12 pm.  Motion carried.
