Minutes of Regular Session

Proceedings of the Village of Spring Green Board of Trustees meeting on February 12, 2015 at 7:00 pm, 154 N. Lexington Street, Spring Green Wisconsin.

1. Call to order: Gene Hausner, Village President called the meeting to order at 7:00 pm.  
2. Roll call of Village Board members:  Members present were Gene Hausner, Robin Reid, Joel Marcus, Norm Miller, Vern Demers and Michael Broh.  LuEtta Miller was absent.  Also present were Wendy Crary, Linda Schwanke, Greg Wipperfurth, Bob Churchill, Dave Radel, Jim Birkemeier, Roger Bowden, Tricia Bowden, Curtis Bailey, Ed Lilla and Jenny Pappas.
3. Approve Minutes:  Demers moved and N. Miller seconded to approve the minutes of the January 28, 2014 Regular Board Meeting.  Motion carried.

4. Review and approve agenda:  N. Miller moved and Reid seconded to approve the agenda as presented. Motion carried.  
5. Consent agenda:  Reid moved and Demers seconded to approve the consent agenda consisting of the following:
a. Approval of Financial Report

b. Approval of Disbursements
Motion carried.
6.        Old Business:  
a. Lilla presented an engineering evaluation in regards to the request for angled parking at 159-167 S. Lexington Street.  Lilla stated the right-of-way is 14 feet wider than normal and the angled parking would fit just fine.  Lilla recommended adding eight angled parking stalls to the east side of the street at an estimated cost of $16,600.  The project will be done as a village project and the cost will be paid by Roger Bowden via special assessment.  Marcus asked Bowden if he was still agreeable to paying 100% of the cost.  Bowden replied he was agreeable to paying 100% of the cost, and would like to be involved in the bidding process.  Curtis Bailey arrived at 7:18 pm.  Lilla suggested coupling the project with some sidewalk work, as the last sidewalk repair project was in 2012.  Marcus moved and N. Miller seconded to approve the request submitted by Roger Bowden to add angled parking to the east side of South Lexington Street as described in Jewell Associates Engineers evaluation and to combine the project with other sidewalk projects.  Marcus amended the motion to include up to $10K for supplemental sidewalk work subject to the approval of the Street & Sidewalk Committee.  Motion carried.
b. Demers moved and Reid seconded to approve the Dixon Engineering Water Tower Project Contract as presented.  Motion carried.
c. Crary stated if approved tonight, the Ordinance Chapter 189 will become law on February 19, 2015, the day after publication.  Broh moved and Reid seconded to approve Village Ordinance Chapter 189, Building Construction as presented.  Motion carried.
d. Crary stated she removed the tracking changes from the draft ordinance.  The third reading of Village Ordinance Chapter 325, Sewers will take place at the February 25, 2015 Board Meeting.  No action taken.
7. New Business:

a. Jim Birkemeier of Spring Green Timber Growers discussed his plans to purchase the Spring Printing building on Winsted.  Birkemeier noted his plans include installing solar units on the roof of the building and potentially expanding the building to the east at a future date.  Birkemeier explained wood will be milled at his farm and the drying process will occur at the Winsted location.  Broh asked Birkemeier what he wants from the village.  Birkemeier stated he would like to work with the village in regards to trees that are harvested due to street projects or other reasons.  Reid moved and N. Miller seconded to cooperate with Spring Green Timber Growers as much as possible in regards to the utilization of village trees that are harvested.  Motion carried.
b. Crary explained the WP&L Lease Agreement, noting a space on the water tower is leased for a small antenna and base inside the tower which communicates and transfers substation information.  In turn for the use of this space, WP&L pays for the cost of cathodic testing up to $720 which the village must perform to measure corrosion of the water tower’s metal surface.  Broh moved and Demers seconded to approve the agreement as presented.  Hausner stated he was uncomfortable with the length of the lease.  Broh subsequently withdrew the motion.  After further discussion and explanation, Broh moved and Demers seconded to approve the renewal of the Water Tower Lease Agreement between the Village of Spring Green and WP&L as presented.  Motion carried.
c. Broh stated he would really like to hear from the community regarding the design of the water tower.  Wipperfurth pointed out that bids need to be let out as soon as possible, otherwise the project will not be completed in 2015.  Wipperfurth suggested approving the logo presented by Dixon Engineering and then doing a change order if a new design is chosen.  The board reviewed several drawings that were submitted.  Wipperfurth stated the most important thing is to choose a very dark color from the underside down to help hide mildew.  Marcus stated he would like to keep the design simple and suggested approving the rendering submitted by Dixon and then possibly adding a graphic in between the two sets of “Spring Green”.  Broh re-iterated that he would really like to hear from the community.  The consensus of the board was to encourage community involvement and to pick a design at the February 25, 2015 board meeting.  No action taken. 
d. N. Miller moved and Demers seconded to approve the Kennedy Road Recycling Center/Burn Area Agreement between the Village of Spring Green and Spring Green Township as presented.  Motion carried.
e. Lilla handed out a revised Demolition Permit Application noting a checklist was added to the back of the document.  Lilla explained the rate schedule and stated the Commercial/Multi-Family and Moving are more expensive because the scope is larger.  Reid moved and Broh seconded to approve the Village of Spring Green Demolition Permit Application as presented.  Motion carried.
8. Information Items:

a. Press Release from the U.S. Department of the Interior regarding the nomination of 10 buildings by Frank Lloyd Wright to the World Heritage List.
b. Correspondence from Charter Communications regarding changes to channel lineup.
