Minutes of Regular Session

Proceedings of the Village of Spring Green Board of Trustees meeting on February 25, 2015 at 7:02 pm, 154 N. Lexington Street, Spring Green Wisconsin.

1. Call to order: Gene Hausner, Village President called the meeting to order at 7:02 pm.  
2. Roll call of Village Board members:  Members present were Gene Hausner, Robin Reid, Joel Marcus, Norm Miller, LuEtta Miller, Vern Demers and Michael Broh.  Also present were Wendy Crary, Greg Wipperfurth, Bob Churchill, Kevin Wilkins, Curtis Bailey, Dave Chapman, Brenda Valek, Ed Lilla and Jenny Pappas.
3. Approve Minutes:  Reid moved and Demers seconded to approve the minutes of the February 11, 2014 Regular Board Meeting.  Motion carried.

4. Review and approve agenda:  L. Miller moved and Demers seconded to approve the agenda as presented. Motion carried.  
5. Consent agenda:  N. Miller moved and Broh seconded to approve the consent agenda consisting of the following:
a. Approval of Disbursements
b. Approval of an Operator’s License for Patricia L. Norton, 765 N. Albany St., Spring Green, WI
Motion carried.
6.        Old Business:  
a. Demers complimented all of the water tower designs that were submitted.  Broh asked the board if they want to pick one to bid on.  Wipperfurth stated the project has been sent out for bids already; if he would have waited, the water tower would not have been painted until 2016.  Broh stated that is not what the representative from Dixon Engineering said at the last board meeting; the board was supposed to have until this meeting to make that decision.  The board discussed the cost of maintenance to bleach off the mold every five to seven years.  The consensus of the board was to choose a dark paint color below the weld seam to disguise mold.  The board discussed the designs submitted, noting all of the designs were good.  Broh stated he favors the design submitted by Aris Georges.  Lilla stated if the board is going to pick an alternate design, it may be wise to choose two.  Wipperfurth stated the tower will be down for approximately 50 days for painting.  L. Miller stated she favors a more simplistic design which will most likely equate to a lower cost.  Broh stated he has no concept of what the range of cost would be for different levels of design complexity.  Marcus noted some contractors may not bid on a complex design.  Lilla stated a complex design will cost more and will take more time to complete.  Chapman stated he loves the design submitted by Aris Georges, and further suggested the village either go simple or go all out.  The consensus of the board was to choose two designs for alternate bids and then evaluate from there once the costs come in.  Reid moved and Demers seconded to submit water tower designs Alternate #2 & Alternate #3, for bids.  Motion carried.  Reid asked that the designs be left displayed at the Village Office for the public to view.
b. Crary stated this is the third and final reading; if approved tonight the ordinance will publish next week and be effective as of March 5, 2015.  N. Miller moved and Demers seconded to approve Village Ordinance Chapter 325 – Sewers as presented.  Motion carried.

7. New Business:

a. Wipperfurth stated correspondence was received from Ann Jurkowski of the Wisconsin Department of Safety and Professional Services.  Ms. Jurkowski’s letter asks the village to provide information to her regarding the content of the ceiling tiles in the building.  Wipperfurth stated he had the tiles tested and has not gotten the results back as of yet.  Ms. Jurkowski’s letter also recommended an HVAC assessment of the building.  Lilla noted per the energy audit performed a while back, one of the recommendations was to install an exhaust fan in the evidence room of the police department.  Wipperfurth stated he was working on getting pricing for the exhaust fan.  It was further noted that a second test for mold was performed and the results came back clear.  Wilkins recommended doing another test in the spring.  No action taken.  
b. Broh moved and N. Miller seconded to approve Resolution R-1501 Fee Schedule for Building Inspection Services as presented.  Motion carried.
c. Crary reviewed the 2014 End-of-Year Financial Report for the Village of Spring Green.  Brenda Valek arrived at 7:46 pm.  Broh moved and Demers seconded to approve the Village of Spring Green 2014 End-of-Year Financial Report as presented.  Motion carried.
d. Crary stated the budget must be amended for overages in the park/recreation area, and carryovers must be approved as well.  N. Miller moved and Demers seconded to approve Resolution R-1502 2014 Budget Amendment Resolution as presented.  Motion carried.

e. Crary stated this is the annual review of the Employee Personnel Policy and asked the board if they had any suggestions for changes.  There were no suggestions made.  Marcus asked the department heads if they had any suggestions.  There were no suggestions made from the department heads.  No action taken.
