Minutes of Regular Session

 Proceedings of the Village of Spring Green Board of Trustees meeting on March 25, 2015 at 7:00 pm, 154 N. Lexington Street, Spring Green Wisconsin.

1. Call to order: Gene Hausner, Village President called the meeting to order at 7:00 pm.  
2. Roll call of Village Board members:  Members present were Gene Hausner, Robin Reid, Joel Marcus, Norm Miller, LuEtta Miller, Vern Demers and Michael Broh.  Also present were Wendy Crary, Linda Schwanke, Kris Stoddard, Ray Wahl, Lisa Wahl, Kevin Wilkins, Andrew Kurek, Michael Havlik, Ed Lilla and Jenny Pappas.
3. Approve Minutes:  Demers moved and Marcus seconded to approve the minutes of the March 11, 2015 Regular Board Meeting.  Motion carried.

4. Review and approve agenda:  N. Miller moved and Reid seconded to approve the agenda as presented. Motion carried.  
5. Old Business:  
a. Discussion and possible action regarding the Street, Sidewalk & Tree Committee recommendation for sidewalk repairs was tabled until the April 8, 2015 meeting.
6.        New Business:  
a. Broh moved and N. Miller seconded to approve the Disbursements as presented.  Motion carried.
b. Broh moved and Reid seconded to approve the letter of resignation received from Richard Ferguson as presented.  Motion carried.
c. Lisa Wahl, representing Ring Brothers/Classic Auto Body explained the 21st Annual Hot Rod Pour Tour to the board.  Wahl stated the event will take place on Saturday, June 6 and runs from 10 am – 5 pm.  The event starts in Madison with a trip to Spring Green to tour the Ring Brothers facility.  Wahl stated the Spring Green Lions Club will provide the food booth and the event may also include beer and cheese sampling.  Reid asked Wahl how many cars she was expecting.  Wahl replied as many as 1,500 – 2,000 cars, perhaps more.  Broh asked where all the cars were going to go.  Wahl stated she has been working the Spring Green Police Department and Sauk County Sheriff’s Department to figure out parking and traffic control.  Andrew Kurek presented a proposal for bringing the cars into Spring Green and plans for parking.  Broh suggested reserving some parking for the apartment residents in that area.  N. Miller moved and Broh seconded to approve the Event Proposal Request submitted by Ring Brothers Classic Auto Body as presented.  Motion carried.
d. The board discussed the bid received for the water tower painting project, along with the additional pricing for the lettering on the tank.  The bid for the painting from LC United of Sterling Heights Michigan came in at $247,000.  Alternate #2 for design came in at an additional $9,700 and Alternate #3 for design came in at an additional $16,400.  The board discussed the additional costs for the two alternate designs.  Marcus proposed going with the base bid for the painting.  Broh disagreed, stating art matters and you cannot put a dollar figure on it as it will be around for a long time.  Lilla pointed out that the money for this project comes from the water utility and cannot be spent in other areas.  Reid moved and L. Miller seconded to accept the bid from LC United for the painting of the water tower in the amount of $247,000 and Alternate Design #2 in the amount of $9,700, with the understanding that these funds have been budgeted in the water utility and cannot be spent on anything other than water utility.  Marcus opposed.  Motion carried.  
e. Wilkins and Havlik gave a demonstration of the new body camera that officers can have on their person or in their squad cars.  The cameras were purchased with grant monies from the Wisconsin DOT that Havlik worked on.  Wilkins went over the policy for the cameras and noted it will be reviewed annually.  L. Miller moved and Demers seconded to approve the Spring Green Police Department policy on portable audio/video recording devices as presented.  Motion carried.
f. Crary stated the correspondence received from the State of Wisconsin DNR regarding the Village and Town of Spring Green’s Waste Burn Site was a follow up from a complaint received last year and no action is necessary.  No action taken.
g. Broh moved and N. Miller seconded to approve the 2016-2018 Memorandum of Understanding from the Office of the Sauk County Clerk to provide SVRS Services as presented.  Motion carried.
h. N. Miller moved and Demers seconded to add a definition of “Landscape Contractor” to the Spring Green Zoning Ordinance.  Motion carried.
i. Broh moved and Reid seconded to add “Landscape Contractor” as a conditional use under Section 3.09A in the ARN District.  Motion carried.
