1. Marcus called meeting to order at 7:04 p.m. as a Meeting of the Spring Green Plan Commission, and Joint Extraterritorial Zoning Committee.
Members present: Joel Marcus, Michael Broh, Greg Prem (JEZC), Brad Hutnik (JEZC), Bob Tennant (JEZC), and Dan Vernon. Eugene Hausner was absent.
JEZC members present: Jim Sprecher, and Fred Iausly. Sheryl Jones was absent.
Others present: Wendy Crary, and Ed Lilla.
2. Crary appointed minute taker.
3. Motion by Broh, second by Prem, to approve meeting agenda. Motion passed with all in favor.
4. Approve minutes from the December 10, 2014 Plan Commission, and Joint Extraterritorial Zoning Committee Meeting.  Iausly pointed out a typo in item #5. Motion by Iausly, second by Prem, to approve minutes with one correction.  Motion passed with all in favor.
5. Discussion and possible action regarding Accessory Uses and Structures within the Village of Spring Green Zoning Ordinance. Ed Lilla handed out information pertaining to this item. Lilla explained that after last month’s meeting he put together the spreadsheet that was handed out along with a copy of the Sauk County Zoning Ordinance. Lilla pointed out that the grey areas on the spreadsheet are not really defined, in addition there are no size limits in the business districts. Lilla also pointed out that there isn’t any accessory structure standards in the B-6 zoning district. Lilla said, “We may want to look at changing the height restrictions in the business districts”. The Plan Commission and JEZC discussed height restrictions for the business districts. Broh stated, “We may want to state 40 feet but not higher than the principal structure”. Lilla said, “I can come to the next meeting with a start of some text for amending the ordinance for you to review”. Bob Tennant arrived at 7:28 p.m. The Plan Commission & JEZC discussed further height restrictions for the ARN and ARE zoning districts along with the side yard setbacks for these districts. No action taken, this item will be discussed further at the next meeting.
6. Information from the UW Extension/Local Government Center regarding upcoming WisLine Teleconference Series entitled Local Land Use Planning and Zoning. No action was necessary regarding this item.
7. General Public Comment:  Iausly updated the Plan Commission and JEZC members regarding the Farmland Preservation Program. Iausly explained that Sauk County is willing to assist if needed and that the Plan Commission and JEZC members may wish to reach out to local farmers. Based on what Iausly has heard it may not be worth going through the entire process if there isn’t any interest from the local farmers. This item will be placed on the February 18, 2015 Agenda. There was no additional general public comment at this time.
