Minutes

Meeting of the Village of Spring Green Plan Commission
And Joint Extraterritorial Zoning Committee

1. Marcus called meeting to order at 7:00 p.m. as a Meeting of the Spring Green Plan Commission, and Joint Extraterritorial Zoning Committee.
Members present: Joel Marcus, Michael Broh, Eugene Hausner, Greg Prem (JEZC), Brad Hutnik (JEZC), Bob Tennant (JEZC), and Dan Vernon. 
JEZC members present: Jim Sprecher, and Sheryl Jones. Fred Iausly was absent.
Others present: Wendy Crary, and John McDonald. Ed Lilla arrived at 7:01 p.m.
2. Crary appointed minute taker.
3. Motion by Tennant, second by Vernon, to approve meeting agenda. Motion passed with all in favor.
4. Approve minutes from the January 21, 2015 Plan Commission, and Joint Extraterritorial Zoning Committee Meeting. Motion by Broh, second by Tennant, to approve minutes.  Motion passed with all in favor.
5. Preliminary consultation with John McDonald regarding his request for “Landscaping Company” as a permitted or conditional use in the ARN Extraterritorial new Agricultural Residential District. Marcus referenced the email correspondence between McDonald and Lilla which was included in the meeting packets for all members. McDonald stated, “I have property on highway 14 that I’m looking to sell to a landscaping business, I want to make 100% sure that zoning will allow for it”. Lilla stated, “After reviewing the ordinance I thought it would be best to approach the Plan Commission and JEZC for the addition to the zoning district”. The Plan Commission and JEZC reviewed the definition of Household Occupation within the Zoning Ordinance. Prem said, “I personally think it’s an acceptable use, but not as a home occupation”. Prem inquired if the use is included in the B-4 District, the permitted uses within the B-4 District were reviewed by the Plan Commission and JEZC. Possibly rezoning the property was discussed along with adding a conditional use to the ARN District pertaining to landscape company. Vernon voiced concerns regarding number of vehicles on site along with potential for a lot of outside storage. The Plan Commission and JEZC discussed adding “Landscape Contractor” as a conditional use to the ARN District and also creating a definition for the new use. Marcus asked, “Is there consensus of moving forward to amend the ordinance to add the use?” The consensus of the Plan Commission and JEZC is to publish for a hearing to add “Landscape Contractor” as a conditional use in the ARN District and to add a definition of “Landscape Contractor” to the Zoning Ordinance. No action necessary regarding this item.

6. Discussion and possible action regarding Accessory Uses and Structures within the Village of Spring Green Zoning Ordinance. Ed Lilla handed out draft language for amending the zoning ordinance in regards to Accessory Uses and Structures. The Plan Commission and JEZC reviewed the suggested changes prepared by Lilla. Lilla stated, “The intent was to hand this out for comments and changes and then bring it back next month to fine tune”. No action taken, this item will be discussed further at the next meeting.
7. Discussion and possible action regarding Farmland Preservation Zoning Ordinance Certification. The Plan Commission and JEZC discussed the email with suggestions submitted by Fred Iausly. Sprecher passed around information he received as a Farmland Preservation participant from Sauk County. The consensus of the Plan Commission and JEZC is to draft a letter inviting all current participants within the program to attend the March 18, 2015 meeting in order to establish the level of interest in continuing with the process for certification. The letters will be mailed certified so there is a record of the communication to the current participants. Crary will also inquire with Sauk County for someone to attend the meeting on March 18, 2015 to assist with answering questions surrounding Farmland Preservation and the process for certification. No action taken, this item will be discussed further at the next meeting. 
8. General Public Comment:  Broh stated that he has been approached by some individuals interested in serving as Plan Commission members. There was no additional general public comment at this time. 
9. Adjourn.  Motion by Prem, second by Tennant, to adjourn at 8:35 p.m.  Motion passed with all in favor.
