1. Call to order and attendance: LuEtta Miller called the meeting to order at 6:00 p.m.

2. Appoint minute taker: Crary appointed minute taker. 
3. Read and approve minutes of the January 31, 2012 Street, Sidewalk, & Tree Committee Meeting:   Reid moved and N. Miller seconded to approve the minutes of the January 31, 2012 Street, Sidewalk, & Tree Committee Meeting. Motion passed with all in favor.

4. Review and approve agenda: N. Miller moved and Reid seconded to approve the agenda as presented. Motion passed with all in favor.
5. Discussion and possible action regarding recommendation to Village board for sidewalk repairs: The Committee Members reviewed the list prepared by Greg Wipperfurth and discussed areas in detail. Wipperfurth stated, “When I talked with Bowden regarding his proposal he said it didn’t necessarily have to be done this year”. The Committee discussed partial sidewalk replacement versus full block length. The Committee prioritized 4 areas for repair: 1) 311, 353, 405, & 445 Westmore St, 2) 257 & 312 Wood St, 3) 409, 412, & 427 Hill St, and 4) Daley Street along Christ Lutheran Church. Reid moved N. Miller seconded to make a recommendation to the Village Board on March 11, 2015 that the priority list previously stated be considered for repair along with the Bowden Proposal with the intent that completing the two projects together will provide cost savings. In addition because Bowden’s property is not on the list in need for repair, a contract should be formalized for Bowden to pay the entire cost. Motion passed with all in favor
