Minutes of Regular Session

 Proceedings of the Village of Spring Green Board of Trustees meeting on April 8, 2015 at 7:03 pm, 154 N. Lexington Street, Spring Green Wisconsin.

1. Call to order: Gene Hausner, Village President called the meeting to order at 7:03 pm.  
2. Roll call of Village Board members:  Members present were Gene Hausner, Joel Marcus, Norm Miller, LuEtta Miller, Vern Demers and Michael Broh.  Robin Reid was absent.  Also present were Wendy Crary, Linda Schwanke, Kevin Wilkins, Bob Churchill, Diane Baryenbruch, Greg Wipperfurth and Jenny Pappas.
3. Approve Minutes:  Demers moved and N. Miller seconded to approve the minutes of the March 25, 2015 Regular Board Meeting.  Motion carried.

4. Review and approve agenda:  N. Miller moved and Broh seconded to approve the agenda as presented. Motion carried.  
5. Consent agenda:  Demers moved and Broh seconded to approve the consent agenda consisting of the following:
a. Approval of Financial Report

b. Approval of Disbursements
c. Approval of Spring Clean-Up for April 29th and 30th, 2015
6. Old Business:  
a. Wipperfurth stated he spoke with Roger Bowden, and Bowden is agreeable to waiting a year before moving ahead with his requested project.  Wipperfurth suggested holding off so additional funds can be budgeted for sidewalk repairs in 2016.  L. Miller moved and N. Miller seconded to obtain a signed contract for the Roger Bowden angled parking project at 159-167 S. Lexington Street, budget additional dollars for sidewalk repairs in 2016 and to allow the Public Works Department to proceed with small piece sidewalk projects in the interim.  Motion carried.
7.        New Business:  
a. Diane Baryenbruch spoke to the board regarding the East Jefferson Street Project and the upcoming Spring Green Art Fair.  Baryenbruch stated she and the Art Fair Committee are concerned with seeding the terrace area; if the seed does not take it could result in a muddy mess.  Baryenbruch stated at this point, it is impossible to make changes to the fair such as re-locating or moving things around.   Baryenbruch suggested placing sod in the terrace area, which the contractor should have to pay for because the job was not finished on time.  Marcus stated at a meeting last fall with the contractor and the State DOT, the decision was made to postpone the project, at which point, the village bargained for certain conditions.  Marcus stated the idea to place sod in the terrace was discussed and the contractor was very against it, because the contract specifically states seed will be placed in the terrace.  Marcus stated the village could do a change order, but would subsequently be responsible for paying for it.  Hausner stated Ed Lilla has been in contact with the state engineer and they are considering sod.  Hausner stated the village will send a firm letter to reinforce the village’s interest in sod.  Marcus moved and Demers seconded to send a letter to the Wisconsin Department of Transportation to re-emphasize the desire to place sod in the terrace of the East Jefferson Street project due to the current time table.  Motion carried.
b. Peltier spoke to the board in regards to the need to burn the dog park annually and was therefore submitting a burn permit request.  Peltier noted the DNR will provide equipment and the Spring Green Fire Department will conduct the burn.  Peltier stated the date would depend on the weather and staff; property owners would be notified as well.  Broh moved and L. Miller seconded to approve a burn permit request for the Spring Green Dog Park with the understanding the Spring Green Fire Department will be utilized to carry out the burn.  Motion carried.
c. The board reviewed the Spring Green Municipal and Police Station asbestos test report submitted by Advanced Testing & Inspections, LLC.  None of the areas tested contain asbestos.  No action taken.
d. The board discussed various dates and locations for the employee appreciation dinner.  Crary & Pappas will work on checking availability and pricing and bring the information to the next board meeting.  No action taken.
