1. Call to order: Gene Hausner, Village President called the meeting to order at 7:00 pm.  
2. Roll call of Village Board members:  Members present were Gene Hausner, Robin Reid, Joel Marcus, Norm Miller and Vern Demers.  LuEtta Miller and Michael Broh were absent.  Also present were Linda Schwanke, Greg Wipperfurth and Jenny Pappas.

a. Reid moved and Demers seconded to re-appoint Bob Churchill and Michael Mertens to the Board of Zoning Appeals, terms to expire 2018, appoint Shannon Radel to the Downtown Design Committee, term to expire 2016, re-appoint Jim Sprecher, Sherryl Jones and Fred Iausly to the Joint Extraterritorial Zoning Committee, terms to expire 2018 and to re-appoint Brian Brey and Phil Studnicka to the River Valley Court Commission, terms to expire 2017.  Motion carried.
b. Wipperfurth discussed the cracks in the pavement and deteriorating ramps at the skate board park.  Wipperfurth noted the skate board park was created by a special interest group and questioned whose responsibility it was to make the necessary repairs.  The board discussed liability issues.  Two citizens expressed interest in helping make the repairs but were unable to attend the meeting.  The consensus of the board was to have Wipperfurth make contact with interested citizens and ask them to attend the May 27, 2105 Board Meeting for further discussion.  No action taken.
c. Wipperfurth suggested hiring an engineer to televise the lines at the municipal pool and then submit those findings out for bids.  The board agreed with getting engineering input.  Wipperfurth noted the pool needs to be painted as well, and a conflict could arise with either the swim team or school, depending upon when the repair work takes place.  Reid suggested sending a letter to both the swim team and the school to make them aware of the repair project to keep them informed.  No action taken.
