6.     Old Business:  
a. Wipperfurth stated he and Lilla spoke with a representative of Ramaker & Associates regarding the loss of water at the municipal pool.  Previously, two pool companies were contacted to inspect the pool and both came up with significantly different reports as to what needs to be repaired.  Wipperfurth stated Ramaker would televise everything, do a dye test and come up with an analysis.  Lilla stated Ramaker does a lot of pool/waterpark work.  Wipperfurth noted the best time for repairs to the pool would be in the fall.  L. Miller moved and N. Miller seconded to proceed with Phase 1 of the Spring Green Municipal Pool pipe repair proposal from Ramaker & Associates for $4,000.  Motion carried.
7.       New Business:  

a. Crary pointed out a discrepancy on page 21 of the policy under Section H - Resignations.  The policy states “Upon resignation with proper notification, employees shall receive payment for any unused vacation, compensatory time earned and all sick leave from the last anniversary date.  Employees shall receive credit for pro-rated days earned to the last full month completed after the anniversary date.”  Crary noted the practice has been to pay out sick leave only in a retirement scenario.  Demers moved and L. Miller seconded to update Section H – Resignations of the Personnel Policy to remove pay for sick leave and place on the June 24, 2015 Board Agenda for review.  Motion carried. 
b. Wipperfurth stated the 2006 X-Mark mower has been experiencing issues and the only place to obtain parts for repairs is in Portage.  Wipperfurth stated he test drove a Kabota, Scag and John Deere mower and he prefers the John Deere.  Wipperfurth noted the public works department has had a John Deere as the second mower since 2010 and has had minimal issues with it.  L. Miller moved and Demers seconded to purchase a John Deere mower from Mid-State Equipment for $12,646.70.  Motion carried.
c. Lilla explained US Cellular is requesting to erect a 150’ temporary guyed wire tower in correlation with the water tower painting project.  Lilla stated the zoning ordinance allows for temporary structures during construction projects.  Lilla stated the Board and Plan Commission could approve the request rather than making US Cellular go through the zoning permit process.  Marcus moved and N. Miller seconded to authorize the Village President to sign the First Amendment to Option Tower and Ground Space Lease to allow for a 150’ temporary tower, contingent upon approval from the Plan Commission.  Motion carried.
