Minutes of Regular Session

 Proceedings of the Village of Spring Green Board of Trustees meeting on June 24, 2015 at 7:00 pm, 154 N. Lexington Street, Spring Green Wisconsin.

1. Call to order: Gene Hausner, Village President called the meeting to order at 7:00 pm.

6.     Old Business:  
a. Crary explained the proposed amendment to the personnel policy noting historically, sick time is only paid out upon retirement.  L. Miller moved and Broh seconded to amend the personnel policy to remove pay for sick time upon resignation as presented.  Motion carried.  
7.       New Business:  

a. Reid moved and Demers seconded to approve Resolution R-1506, 2014 Compliance Maintenance Annual Report as presented.  Motion carried.
b. Demers moved and Reid seconded to approve the Automatic Entrances of Wisconsin maintenance contract renewal as presented.  Motion carried.
c. Broh moved and Marcus seconded to appoint Ed Lilla, Linda Kettner and Dave Reik to the Library Board for three-year terms, expiring 2018.  Motion carried.
d. Wipperfurth stated the floor at the North Park Pool Shelter is need of replacement.  Wipperfurth presented two bids, noting two additional contractors turned down bidding as they are too busy.  Ed Lilla arrived at 7:21 pm.  The board discussed the bids received and L. Miller noted there are funds available in the North Park budget for the repair work.  L. Miller moved and Reid seconded to accept the bid from Concrete Forms in the amount of $13,118 for the replacement of the floor at the North Park Pool Shelter and new sidewalk to the water fountain as presented.  Motion carried.
e. Hausner stated there are air quality concerns in the intoxilizer room in the police department.  A quote from Thermo/Dynamics for a heat recovery ventilator was reviewed.  Lilla stated the equipment quoted from Thermo/Dynamics is probably larger than what is needed.   The consensus of the board was to have Wipperfurth obtain pricing for an exhaust fan and present the information at the next board meeting.  No action taken.
f. Broh moved and Demers seconded to amend Section 3.05 & 3.06A of the Village Zoning Ordinance to add “Micro Distillery” and “Winery” as conditional uses in the B-1 and B-4 Districts as presented.  Motion carried.
g. Demers moved and Reid seconded to approve the Floodplain Ordinance and map revisions that are required by state and federal law as presented.  Motion carried.
