1. Marcus called meeting to order at 7:00 p.m. as a Meeting of the Spring Green Plan Commission, and Joint Extraterritorial Zoning Committee.
Members present: Joel Marcus, Bob Tennant (JEZC), Eugene Hausner, Greg Prem (JEZC), Michael Broh, and Dan Vernon. Brad Hutnik (JEZC) was absent. 
JEZC members present: Fred Iausly, Jim Sprecher, and Sheryl Jones.
Others present: Wendy Crary, Jeremy Lynch, and Ed Lilla.
2. Crary appointed minute taker.
3. Motion by Tennant, second by Iausly, to approve meeting agenda. Motion passed with all in favor.
4. Approve minutes from the March 18, 2015 Plan Commission, and Joint Extraterritorial Zoning Committee Hearing and Meeting. Motion by Broh, second by Tennant, to approve minutes.  Motion passed with all in favor.
5. Discussion and possible action regarding zoning conflicts for parcels #032-0641 & 0643-1, property located at E4782 Kennedy Road, Town of Spring Green. Lynch explained that the parcels should be B-6 zoning however the ET Map shows the two parcels zoned ARE. Prem stated, “What we can tell is that the parcels were at one time B-6 or at least were intended to be B-6”. “The B-6 Zoning District was clearly crafted for the uses in this area.” The Plan Commission & JEZC discussed and reviewed the zoning map error. A formal rezoning approach for the parcels was discussed to correct the zoning which should have been B-6 for both parcels not ARE. Motion by Tennant, second by Broh to hold a hearing to correct the zoning of parcels #032-0641 & 0643-1 by following the rezoning process to change the zoning from ARE to B-6.  Motion passed with all in favor. 

6. Preliminary consultation with Jeremy Lynch regarding his request for “Micro-Distillery/ Micro-Brewery/ Winery” as permitted or conditional uses in the B-6 Extraterritorial Wholesale & Service District. Lynch stated, “I believe my request is fairly self explanatory, currently I am utilizing the property for catering”. “I’m interested in expanding the farm uses by growing grain and other crops to utilize in the distillery process”. The Plan Commission and JEZC discussed adding conditional uses within the B-6 District. Motion by Broh, second by Vernon to hold a hearing to add Micro-Distillery, Micro-Brewery, and Winery as conditional uses in the B-6 Extraterritorial Wholesale & Service District. Motion passed with all in favor. 
7. Correspondence from FEMA regarding modified flood hazard determinations affecting the FIRM panels, & FIS report for the Village of Spring Green. No action necessary regarding this item

8. Discussion and possible action regarding Accessory Uses and Structures within the Village of Spring Green Zoning Ordinance. Lilla gave a handout out to all members present and reviewed the information he put together with the Plan Commission and JEZC. No action taken, this item will be discussed further at the next meeting. 
9. General Public Comment:  There was no general public comment at this time. 
10. Adjourn.  Motion by Iausly, second by Hausner, to adjourn at 8:02 p.m.  Motion passed with all in favor.
