Minutes of Regular Session

Proceedings of the Village of Spring Green Board of Trustees meeting on July 8, 2015 at 7:00 pm, 154 N. Lexington Street, Spring Green Wisconsin.

1. Call to order: Gene Hausner, Village President called the meeting to order at 7:00 pm.
2. Roll call of Village Board members:  Members present were Gene Hausner, Robin Reid, Joel Marcus, Norm Miller, LuEtta Miller, and Vern Demers.  Michael Broh absent.  Also present were Wendy Crary, Greg Wipperfurth, Linda Schwanke, Kevin Wilkins,  Ed Lilla and Jenny Pappas.
3. Approve Minutes:  Demers moved and N. Miller seconded to approve the minutes of the June 24, 2015 Regular Board Meeting.  Motion carried.

4. Review and approve agenda:  N. Miller moved and L. Miller seconded to approve the agenda as presented. Motion carried.  
5. Consent agenda:   Reid moved and Demers seconded to approve the consent agenda consisting of the following:

a. Approval of Financial Report

b. Approval of Disbursements

c. Approval of an Operator’s License for Tammy Fleming-Markart, S12985 Shifflet Rd., Lot 40, Spring Green, WI

d. Approval of a an Operator’s License for Margaret Schmitz, 33849 Hwy 130, Lone Rock, WI

Motion carried.

6.     Old Business:  
a. Lilla explained the proposal from Thermo/Dynamics was not what Paul Kardatzke suggested for the building.  Kardatzke suggested the installation of an exhaust fan as a temporary measure until a permanent solution is budgeted for and executed.  Lilla went over three alternatives:

· Install exhaust fan(s) as a temporary measure while future use and needs of the building are evaluated.  Cost – several hundred dollars

· Install the heat recovery ventilator system for $4,500 (Thermo).  Will address immediate concerns.  Not recommended unless existing HVC will not be replaced in the near future

· Budget for and install new HVAC systems for the building.  Cost – rough estimate $35,000.

L. Miller stated she looked around downstairs and has a security issue with installing a fan in a window.  Lilla agreed, noting the fan would more than likely be installed similar to a bathroom fan and vented out a side wall.  Lilla stated if a new HVAC system is not planned for the next 5-10 years, then the $4,500 option makes sense.  N. Miller stated fresh air needs to be brought in; do not really agree with just a fan.  The board discussed the current building, potential sites for relocation and building upgrades.  The board discussed where to move funds from in the budget to pay for the heat recovery ventilator system.  Demers moved and N. Miller seconded to move $4,500 from Street Outlay to a new line item for municipal building repair and to approve the bid from Thermo/Dynamics to install a heat recovery ventilator system in the police department for $4,500.  Motion carried.    
7.       New Business:  

a. Wipperfurth stated he received two bids for soffit, fascia and rain gutter at the Village Office.  Wipperfurth noted he asked three contractors for pricing but only received two bids back.  Wilkins stated rain gutters are needed.  The board discussed installing rain gutters over doorways as opposed to around the entire building.  Reid moved and Demers seconded to move $7,350 from Street Outlay to a new line item for municipal building repair and to approve the bid from Hasheider Roofing and Siding, Ltd. for soffit, fascia and rain gutters (over doors only) for the Village Office at a cost not to exceed $7,350.  Motion carried.
b. A letter from BMO Harris Bank was received requesting the village tree at the corner of East Jefferson and Worcester Streets be removed as it is a safety hazard.  Lilla stated he agrees the tree is in bad shape and explained the trees at BMO could not be removed as part of the WisDOT street project because there was federal money involved and they were in front of a potentially historic property.  Lilla stated the village can choose to take the tree down now as the street project is complete.  Reid requested placing discussion on the creation of a policy for removal of village trees on a future agenda.  N. Miller moved and Demers seconded to approve the removal of the maple tree at the corner of East Jefferson and Worcester Streets (BMO Bank), replace the tree with a species from the village’s approved tree list and to choose whatever is closest in resemblance to what is being removed.  Motion carried.
