Minutes of Regular Session

Proceedings of the Village of Spring Green Board of Trustees meeting on July 22, 2015 at 7:00 pm, 154 N. Lexington Street, Spring Green Wisconsin.

1. Call to order: Gene Hausner, Village President called the meeting to order at 7:00 pm.
2. Roll call of Village Board members:  Members present were Gene Hausner, Robin Reid, Joel Marcus, Norm Miller, Vern Demers and Michael Broh.  LuEtta Miller was absent.  Also present were Wendy Crary, Linda Schwanke, Michelle L’Herault, Todd Newton, Tiffany Newton, Bob Churchill, Sandy Ducharme, Kevin Wilkins, Ed Lilla and Jenny Pappas.
3. Approve Minutes:  Demers moved and Reid seconded to approve the minutes of the July 8, 2015 Regular Board Meeting.  Motion carried.

4. Review and approve agenda:  N. Miller moved and Broh seconded to approve the agenda as presented. Motion carried.  
5. Consent agenda:   Broh moved and N. Miller seconded to approve the consent agenda consisting of the following:
a. Approval of Disbursements

b. Approval of the following License for Knights of Columbus – 4Petesake Event, North Park, Spring Green, WI:
i. Temporary Class “B”/”Class B” Retailer’s License for 8/16/15
c. Approval of a Coin Machine Permit for River Valley Middle School, 660 W. Daley St., Spring Green, WI

Motion carried.

6.        New Business:  

a. Wilkins stated the car show street closure request is the same as in previous years and the police department has no issues with the request.  Reid asked if there would be handicap parking.  Wilkins explained the various handicap parking locations.  Marcus asked if parking would be made available for local businesses and for visitors.  Newton stated the entire Jefferson Plaza parking lot will be utilized.  Marcus asked if the library parking lot would be open for parking.  Newton stated the Library and BMO Bank will both be closed the day of the car show.  Newton further noted due to the logistics of the show, it is difficult to utilize the Library parking lot.  Marcus stated he does not see enough spaces being left open for business customers and visitors attending the show.  The board discussed ideas regarding Madison Street – either parking on both sides, or making a one way street for the duration of the show.  Reid stated she would like feedback from the Chamber of Commerce on how businesses do the day of the show.  The board discussed the growth of the car show and the idea of offering a shuttle service from the high school parking lot for future shows.  Broh moved and N. Miller seconded to approve the request for closure of downtown streets for the Spring Green Car Show on August 15, 2015 as presented.  Motion carried. 
b. Broh moved and Demers seconded to approve an Application for Keeping Chickens submitted by Michelle L’Herault, parcel #182-0245 located at 356 N. Cincinnati Street as presented.  Motion carried.
c. Reid moved and Demers seconded to approve the Dale Crook Benefit Run/Walk/Obstacle Course to be held Saturday, August 29, 2015 as presented.  Motion carried.
d. Reid moved and Marcus seconded to approve an Application for Solicitor’s Permit submitted by Kelly Hickey as presented.  Motion carried.
e. Reid moved and Demers seconded to approve an Application for Solicitor’s Permit submitted by 123 Exteriors, Inc. as presented.  Motion carried.
f. Lilla stated the board looked at the repair of Madison Street from Highway 23 to the industrial park about a year ago.  Lilla stated Jewell has been monitoring various funding sources and the three most worth pursuing are:
· CDBG – Public Facilities for Economic Development (CDBG-PFED)  This is a new grant that is awarded to local governments for public infrastructure projects that support business expansion or retention.  Grants awarded for up to 50% of eligible work with a maximum award of $500K.  Application cycle is continuous, so an application can be filed at any time.  Industrial Park tenants would have to participate in the process via income surveys.
· Local Roads Improvement Program (LRIP)
LRIP assists local governments in improving seriously deteriorating county highways, town roads and city/village streets.  A reimbursement program which can pay up to 50% of total eligible costs with local governments providing the balance.  On average around $20K is awarded per project.  Applications are due in November.
· Municipal Street Improvement Discretionary (MSIP-D)

One of three LRIP discretionary components which targets high cost municipal street improvement projects that have a cost of $250K or more.  Village received funding from this program in 2006.  Next application cycle starts in the fall of 2015.

Reid moved and N. Miller seconded to authorize Jewell Associates Engineers to initiate the CDBG grant application process for East Madison from Highway 23 to the Industrial Park.  Motion carried.

g. Demers moved and Marcus seconded to amend Village of Spring Green Zoning Ordinance, Section 6.02 Residential Fences to read as follows: “Residential Fences are permitted on or off the property lines in residential districts but shall not in any case exceed a height of six (6) feet; unless otherwise noted shall not exceed a height of four (4) feet in the front yard and shall not be closer than two (2) feet to any public right-of-way.  Residential fences placed in the front yards of the ARN, AP and AT Zoning Districts shall not exceed six (6) feet if intended for the keeping of livestock or horses. The four (4) foot front yard limitation shall otherwise apply.”   Motion carried.
h. The board discussed the creation of a tree removal and replacement policy.  The Street, Tree & Sidewalk Committee will meet to pursue further and to create a policy for board review.  No action taken.
i. Broh moved and N. Miller seconded to approve Resolution R-1507, 2015 Budget Amendment Resolution as presented.  Motion carried.
