1. Call to order: Wendy Crary, Village Clerk/Treasurer called the meeting to order at 7:01 pm.  Demers moved and Reid seconded to appoint Joel Marcus to chair the meeting.  Motion carried.
2. Roll call of Village Board members:  Members present were Robin Reid, Joel Marcus, Norm Miller, LuEtta Miller and Vern Demers.  Gene Hausner and Michael Broh were absent.  Also present were Wendy Crary, Linda Schwanke, Todd Newton, Kevin Wilkins, and Jenny Pappas.
3. Approve Minutes:  Demers moved and N. Miller seconded to approve the minutes of the July 22, 2015 Regular Board Meeting.  Motion carried.

A municipal ordinance allows the regulation of transient merchants.  Crary stated the application fee can be changed without amending the current ordinance.  The consensus of the board was to research other municipalities’ application fees.  Wilkins stated he has been in contact with the League of Wisconsin Municipalities and has asked them to provide sample ordinance language and sample application forms.  Marcus stated the current ordinance does have some protections for residents; residents can refuse to be solicited.  No action taken.
