1. Hausner called meeting to order at 7:05 p.m. as a Meeting of the Spring Green Plan Commission, Downtown Design Committee, and Joint Extraterritorial Zoning Committee.
Members present: Eugene Hausner, Michael Broh, Dan Vernon, and Brad Hutnik (JEZC). Joel Marcus, Bob Tennant (JEZC), and Greg Prem (JEZC) were absent
Downtown Design members present: Shannon Radel, and Yvonne Notbohm. Paul Kardatzke was absent.
JEZC members present: Sherryl Jones. Jim Sprecher and Fred Iausly were absent.

Others present: Wendy Crary. 
2. Crary appointed minute taker.
3. Motion by Vernon, second by Notbohm, to approve meeting agenda. Motion passed with all in favor.
4. Approve minutes from the June 17, 2015 Plan Commission Hearing, and the Plan Commission, and Joint Extraterritorial Zoning Committee Meeting. Motion by Broh, second by Radel, to approve minutes.  Motion passed with all in favor.
5. Motion by Hutnik, second by Notbohm to convene as the Plan Commission and Downtown Design Committee at 7:07 p.m. Motion passed with all in favor.
6. Discussion and possible action on a sign permit for The Shed Restaurant & Bar at 123 N. Lexington Street located within the Downtown Design District. The Plan Commission and Downtown Design Committee discussed Ed Lilla’s Technical Review which stated that the sign must be reduced to 10 sf or the applicants will need to apply for a variance. The design and colors were reviewed by the Downtown Design Committee. Motion by Notbohm, second by Broh, to approve a sign permit for the Shed Restaurant & Bar contingent up the reduction of the size to 10 sf. Motion passed with all in favor. 
7. Motion by Jones, second by Radel to convene as the Plan Commission and Joint Extraterritorial Zoning Committee at 7:16 p.m. Motion passed with all in favor. 

8. Discussion on the consideration to amend Section 6.02 Residential Fences to read as follows: “Residential Fences are permitted on or off the property lines in residential districts but shall not in any case exceed a height of six (6) feet; unless otherwise noted shall not exceed a height of four (4) feet in the front yard and shall not be closer than two (2) feet to any public right-of-way.  Residential fences placed in the front yards of the ARN, AP and AT Zoning Districts shall not exceed six (6) feet if intended for the keeping of livestock or horses. The four (4) foot front yard limitation shall otherwise apply.” The Plan Commission and JEZC discussed the need for the amendment based on the situation for a property owner at last month’s meeting. Motion by Broh, second by Jones to recommend to the Village Board approval of the amendment to Section 6.02 Residential Fences to read as follows: “Residential Fences are permitted on or off the property lines in residential districts but shall not in any case exceed a height of six (6) feet; unless otherwise noted shall not exceed a height of four (4) feet in the front yard and shall not be closer than two (2) feet to any public right-of-way.  Residential fences placed in the front yards of the ARN, AP and AT Zoning Districts shall not exceed six (6) feet if intended for the keeping of livestock or horses. The four (4) foot front yard limitation shall otherwise apply.” Motion passed with all in favor.
