Meeting of the Village of Spring Green Plan Commission, 

Downtown Design Committee and Joint Extraterritorial Zoning Committee

Wednesday, December 10, 2008

1. Prem called meeting to order at 7:04pm as a joint meeting of the Spring Green Plan Commission, Downtown Design Committee and Joint Extraterritorial Zoning Committee.

Joint Extraterritorial Zoning Committee (township members): Fred Iausly arrived at 7:05pm, Irv Snyder, Benny Stenner

Downtown D1esign Committee: Yvonne Notbohm, Paul Kardatzke arrived at 7:10, (Chris Staples absent)


Others Present: Ed Lilla, Dawn Eno, David Roeder, Kay Lynn Taylor, Robert Greenleaf, Dragan Milanovic, Radmilla Milanovic and Tom Leuker.

2. Prem appointed minute taker.

3. Approve meeting agenda. Motion by Snyder, second by Stenner, to approve agenda.  Joint vote, motion passed with all in favor.

4. Approve minutes from the November 12, 2008 Plan Commission and Joint Extraterritorial Zoning Committee Meeting. Motion by Tennant, second by Hutnik, to approve agenda.  Joint vote, motion passed with all in favor.

5. Convene as the Plan Commission and Downtown Design Committee.  Motion by Notbohm, second by Tennant, to convene at 7:05pm.  Joint vote, motion passed with all in favor.

6. Preliminary consultation with Dawn Eno of the Spring Green Area Chamber of Commerce regarding new banners and possible placement of a kiosk in the downtown area.  Dawn Eno presented the group with sample pictures of the banners being contemplated.  The group was generally supportive, but it was not clear the banners would be readily classified as “official” signage due to the business content of some of the banners.  The village board will review.

Kay Taylor presented the proposed kiosk to support local art and cultural events.  Committee was generally supportive; the concept will be reviewed by the village board. 

7. Convene as the Plan Commission and Joint Extraterritorial Zoning Committee. Motion by Iausly, second by Snyder, to convene at 7:45.  Joint vote, motion passed with all in favor.

8. Preliminary consultation with ATC regarding possible Certified Survey Map to adjoin property to parcel #032-0971, located on USH 14, Town of Spring Green, WI.  Tom Lueker of ATC presented plans for the expansion of the existing substation facility along Hwy 14 near Rainbow Rd.  The committees had no immediate concerns and advised Lueker to proceed with CSM.

9. Discussion and possible action regarding the restrictions on issuance of zoning permits for the Prairie House Motel within the Extraterritorial Zoning Area.  Motion by Snyder, second by Iausly, to review existing ET zoning permit moratorium.  Joint vote, motion passed with all in favor.
Motion by Snyder, second by Iausly, to reword the existing moratorium language as follows: There shall be a moratorium on all construction in the Extraterritorial Zoning District unless the construction site level is brought above 2008 flood levels based on elevations determined by the JEZC.  All zoning permits must be reviewed by the JEZC and village plan commission prior to approval.  The moratorium shall stay in effect until August 2009 or until the zoning ordinance governing over the ET can be revised by the JEZC and plan commission with like restrictions.  The JEZC and village plan commission reserve the right to extend this moratorium if determined necessary.

Joint vote, motion passed with all in favor.
10. Convene as the Plan Commission. Motion Tennant, second by Donnelly, to convene at 8:54.  Motion passed with all in favor.
11. Discussion and possible action on a request by Robert Greenleaf for a conditional use permit for reduced yard requirements for an addition of a porch to the primary entrance on parcel #0174, 180 S. Winsted Street, Village of Spring Green.  Motion by Tennant, second by Donnelly, to approve the conditional use permit to reduce the front yard setback requirement to 17 feet for construction of a front porch as presented.  Motion passed with all in favor.

13. Adjourn. Motion by Tennant, second by Marcus, to adjourn at 8:58pm.  Motion passed with all in favor.
