Minutes of Regular Session
Proceedings of the Village of Spring Green Board of Trustees meeting on December 17, 2008 at 7:00 p.m., at 154 N. Lexington Street, Spring Green Wisconsin.

1. Call to order: Greg Prem, Village President, called the meeting to order at 7:00 p.m.  
2. Roll call of Village Board members:  Members present were Mark Nelson, Joel Marcus, Gene Hausner, Doug Feiner, Dale Hottmann and Vern Liegel.  Also present were Wendy Crary, Jan Hoffman, Dawn Eno, Greg Wipperfurth, Kevin Wilkins, Ed Lilla & Jenny Pappas.
3. Approve Minutes:  Liegel moved and Nelson seconded to approve the minutes of the December 3, 2008 Regular Board Meeting.  Motion carried.

Approve Agenda:  Feiner moved and Hausner seconded to approve the agenda as presented.  Motion carried.  

5.
Consent Agenda:  Hausner moved and Feiner seconded to approve the consent agenda consisting of the following:

a. Approval of Financial Report.
b. Approval of Disbursements.

Motion carried.

Old Business:  
a. Wipperfurth stated he had not received any pricing on new RAS pumps for the wastewater treatment plant.  No action taken.
7.
New Business:   

a. Prem stated the Plan Commission was generally in favor of new banners for the downtown area; however, their only issue was with displaying names of private or semi-private business owners.  Prem stated this is usually not allowed in the public right-of-way.  Prem stated the Plan Commission wanted the Village Board's opinion on the matter.  Eno stated there are 15 different banners being created and they would be located mainly on Jefferson Street and some of the side streets off Jefferson.  Eno stated the banners would be displayed all year, except for the holiday season.  Marcus stated the banners are not so much advertising, rather a way to make folks aware of Spring Green's local landmarks.  Prem asked if any entities were going to contribute toward the cost of the banners.  Eno stated they will if they need to, but the Art Fair Committee might take it on.  Prem stated he would rather see the Art Fair Committee pay for the banners, otherwise it would appear like some of the businesses are paying for advertising.  The consensus of the board was to move forward with the creation of the banners.  Prem asked who would be responsible for determining what a landmark is, and perhaps someone should be appointed to prevent problems from occurring down the road.  Prem stated village support would be needed to install the banners.  Eno stated the installation would occur sometime in the spring of 2009.  Wipperfurth agreed to help with the installation.  Prem recommended the banners, once finalized, go before the Downtown Design Committee which in turn could give their final recommendations to the board for the final decision.  Prem moved and Hausner seconded to declare the new banners for the downtown area as official signs contingent upon the approval of the Downtown Design Committee and Village Board.  Motion carried.
b. Prem stated Kay Taylor presented the idea of installing a Kiosk in the downtown area at the last Plan Commission meeting and the members of the Plan Commission were generally in favor of the idea.  Prem stated the issues were:  who would own it, who would maintain it and where should it be installed.  Eno stated we envision the kiosk containing a map of the area and posters of upcoming events.  Eno stated we were thinking about installing it between Jefferson Plaza and Baron Brooks.  Eno stated at this point, we just want to know if there is any interest.  Marcus stated his only concern was that of ownership, but he was not opposed to the idea.  Feiner stated he would be in favor of the kiosk.  The consensus of the board was to have the group proceed with the kiosk and bring more information to the board as they progress.  No action taken.
c. Lilla went over the Summary of Bid Results for the 2008 Sanitary Sewer Rehabilitation Project, noting that Contract #1 was for the minimum work to be done.  Lilla stated FEMA would reimburse from $15-20K for the project.  Hausner moved and Feiner seconded to go with the Base Bid, Alternate #1 & Alternate #3 totaling $33,668.00 from Visu-Sewer to repair the sanitary sewer lines.  Motion carried.
d. Prem stated it was a requirement to have the corporate boundary submission reviewed on a yearly basis.  Hausner moved and Marcus seconded to approve the Corporate Boundary Submission Work Order submitted by Jewell Associates at a cost not to exceed $900.00.  Motion carried.
e. Prem moved and Hausner seconded to approve an unpaid leave of absence for Jenny Pappas not to exceed 10 weeks, with the understanding that sick leave, vacation leave and compensatory time may be taken at the discretion of Pappas.  Motion carried.
f. Crary explained to the board that the Flex Benefits Plan has been modified so as reimbursements will be mailed directly to the participant’s home address and participants can submit for reimbursements two times per month.  Crary stated there would be no additional fees for the aforementioned changes.  Feiner moved and Hottmann seconded to approve the revised Recordkeeping Services Agreement with Benefits Design Group, Inc.  Motion carried.
g. Hausner moved and Marcus seconded to amend Section 9.05(3) of the Code of Ordinances of the Village of Spring Green pertaining to the location of “STOP” signs in order to add “STOP” signs at the following location:  Sign Location – East & West Madison, Intersecting Highway – Wood Street, Traffic Direction – East & West.  Motion carried.

Information Items:  
a.
Update on space needs study, ordinance codification and capital inventory list.  There was no update on the space needs study and capital inventory list.  Hottman stated he felt the Ordinance Committee had completed their review and now needed the attorney to review their suggested changes.  
9.
General Public Comment:  Wipperfurth inquired as to whether the no parking signs on the north side of Madison Street could be pulled due to the recent fire station relocation.  Prem stated that matter should be discussed at the next board meeting.  Lilla stated FEMA was going to fund a portion of the following projects:  well head repair, golf course aerator repair and manhole repair in the Cross Lanes Estates area.
