Minutes of Regular Session

Proceedings of the Village of Spring Green Board of Trustees meeting on February 11, 2009 at 7:17 p.m., at 154 N. Lexington Street, Spring Green Wisconsin.

1. Call to order: Greg Prem, Village President, called the meeting to order at 7:17 p.m.  
2. Roll call of Village Board members:  Members present were Greg Prem, Mark Nelson, Joel Marcus, Eugene Hausner, Doug Feiner, and Vern Liegel.  Dale Hottmann was absent.  Also present were Wendy Crary, Nick Liegel, Greg Wipperfurth, Linda Schwanke, Ed Lilla and Jenny Pappas.
3. Approve Minutes:  Hausner moved and Nelson seconded to approve the minutes of the January 28, 2009 Regular Board Meeting.  Motion carried.

Approve Agenda:  Feiner moved and Marcus seconded to approve the agenda as presented.  Motion carried.  
5.
Old Business:  
a. Hausner moved and Feiner seconded to approve Pay Request No. 1 from Energeneces, Inc. for screen equipment in the amount of $69,687 and Pay Request No. 1 from Staab Construction for screen installation in the amount of $9,880.  Motion carried.
b. Liegel moved and Nelson seconded to approve the disbursements as presented.  Motion carried.

c. Wipperfurth stated the grit removal system at the sewer plant is not working.  Wipperfurth stated the system was comprised of the original equipment that was installed in 1980.  Wipperfurth stated he had received two bids:  1) Crane Engineering for approximately $20,000 and 2) Process Equipment Repair Services, Inc. for approximately $14,125.  Wipperfurth noted the grit removal system was partially submerged under water; therefore, both bids were for approximate amounts.  Wipperfurth stated he has worked with both companies that bid on the project, and that both companies were reputable.  Hausner moved and Feiner seconded to approve the bid from Process Equipment Repair Services, Inc. in the amount of $14,125 for repair of the grit removal system at the sewer plant.  Motion carried.
d. Lilla submitted Work Order No. 2009-1 for the design, and bidding of proposed Cross Lanes Estates sanitary sewer manhole and drainage corrections for $16,000.  The construction estimate for the project is $110,000 .  Lilla submitted Work Order No. 2009-2 for the design, and bidding of the proposed Sommerset/CTH G Storm Water Control for $12,000.  Construction cost was estimated at $122,725.  The board discussed both projects.  Hausner stated repair to the Cross Lanes Estates area was put on the list as one of the board’s top priorities.  Feiner stated it would be nice to get the Sommerset/CTH G project done; however, the Cross Lanes Estates project is more of a priority.  Lilla stated the manholes in Sprecher’s field have already been raised and FEMA covered the cost of that project.  Hausner moved and Liegel seconded to approve Work Order No. 2009-1 submitted by Jewell Associates for the design, and bidding of proposed Cross Lanes Estates sanitary manhole and drainage corrections in the amount of $16,000.  Motion carried.  
6.
Information Items:  
a.
There was no update on the space needs study, ordinance codification and capital inventory list.
b.
Letter from Attorney Allan Peckham regarding the Spring Green Fire Protection District and the Town of Troy.  Nick Liegel stated the Town of Troy only wants to pay a lump sum every year and does not want to pay for capital expenditures.
c.
Information regarding the American Recovery and Reinvestment Act.  Lilla stated there is limited information/guidance on how the money will be funneled to the State.  Lilla stated he talked to the Department of Transportation and requested a list of anything that may be considered for the village.
