Minutes of Regular Session

Proceedings of the Village of Spring Green Board of Trustees meeting on February 25, 2009 at 7:00 p.m., at 154 N. Lexington Street, Spring Green Wisconsin.

1. Call to order: Greg Prem, Village President, called the meeting to order at 7:00 p.m.  
2. Roll call of Village Board members:  Members present were Greg Prem, Mark Nelson, Joel Marcus, Eugene Hausner, Doug Feiner, and Vern Liegel.  Dale Hottmann was absent.  Also present were Wendy Crary, Andrew Kurek, Kevin Wilkins, Jan Hoffman, Nick Liegel, Ed Lilla and Jenny Pappas.
3. Approve Minutes:  Feiner moved and Nelson seconded to approve the minutes of the February 11, 2009 Public Hearing and Regular Board Meeting.  Motion carried.

Old Business:  
a. Kurek stated he had researched several digital video systems to replace the existing model in the primary squad car.  Kurek stated the existing video system is obsolete, because their department has gone totally digital.  Hausner moved and Nelson seconded to approve the purchase of a digital video system – Digital Ally Model DVM 500 for the Spring Green Police Department at a cost of $4,500.  Motion carried.
b. Crary went over the list of ordinances that need additional research.  Wilkins stated he had no contact with General Code for several months.  Prem suggested modifying the Word files at this location rather than asking General Code to make the required updates.  The consensus of the board was to modify the Word files, put them out for public review, and review the modified document one more time before approving the resolution.  No action taken.
c. Feiner moved and Liegel seconded to approve the 2008 End-of-Year Financial Report for the Village of Spring Green as presented.  Motion carried.
d. Hausner moved and Marcus seconded to approve Resolution R-0901 to amend the Village of Spring Green 2008 Budget.  Motion carried.

Update on space needs study and capital inventory list.  Wilkins stated he spoke with Paul Kardatzke regarding space needs and they discussed several options, of which, a possible addition to the municipal library seemed to be the most promising.  Wilkins stated Kardatzke is working on plans for this potential project, and will bring them before the board when a draft plan is completed.  Marcus asked if the Library Board was aware of this potential plan.  Prem stated he had spoken with Carol Anderson and Don Greenwood some time ago about the idea, and they did not have any negative reaction at that time.  There was no update on the capital inventory list.

Crary went over the village mill rate and taxes comparison memorandum, noting the levy amount for the Village of Spring Green had the lowest percent increase in relation to the other taxing entities.  Prem stated taxes for the village actually went down, because the mill rate went down.
