Minutes of Regular Session

Proceedings of the Village of Spring Green Board of Trustees meeting on November 19, 2008 at 7:15 p.m., at 154 N. Lexington Street, Spring Green Wisconsin.

1. Call to order: Greg Prem, Village President, called the meeting to order at 7:15 p.m.  
2. Roll call of Village Board members:  Members present were Mark Nelson, Joel Marcus, Gene Hausner, Doug Feiner, Dale Hottmann and Vern Liegel.  Also present were Wendy Crary, Louise Dotter, Jan Hoffman, Greg Wipperfurth, Kevin Wilkins, Al Bauer, Ed Lilla and Jenny Pappas.
3. Approve Minutes:  Marcus moved and Liegel seconded to approve the minutes of the November 5, 2008 Regular Board Meeting.  Motion carried.

Approve Agenda:  Feiner moved and Hausner seconded to approve the agenda as presented.  Motion carried.

Consent Agenda:  Hausner moved and Marcus seconded to approve the consent agenda consisting of the following:

a. Approval of Financial Report.

Old Business:  
a. Crary went over the 2009 budget with the board noting the Sauk County, State, River Valley Schools and MATC Levy Amounts were actual figures now.  Crary stated she still did not know what the school credit was yet, so the mill rate is still an estimate.  Hausner moved and Hottmann seconded to approve the 2009 Municipal Budget as presented.  Motion carried.  
b. Wipperfurth inquired as to whether sick leave included caring for immediate family, or if it was for the employee only.  Prem suggested looking into changing the wording regarding sick leave to include the employee and/or their immediate family.  Wipperfurth inquired as to whether the correct amount of vacation carryover per year was 80 hours or 40 hours.  The consensus of the board was to come up with additional wording for sick leave and bring the employee personnel policy back to the next board meeting.  No action taken.

New Business:   

a. Feiner moved and Marcus seconded to approve the street/alley closings, use of three portable fire pits and fireworks display for Spring Green Country Christmas to be held on December 6, 2008.  Motion carried.
b. Liegel moved and Hausner seconded to approve the Certified Survey Map submitted by Dan Ruetten to divide parcel #032-0656 into two lots, located south of Kennedy Road and adjacent to Westwood Subdivision, Town of Spring Green, WI.  Motion carried.
c. Hausner moved and Feiner seconded to approve the Certified Survey Map submitted by Usonian Inn to combine two existing parcels, Lots 1 & 2 of Certified Survey Map 4371 with the stipulation of the Plan Commission’s recommendation that Hwy 14 and Davies Road will not be connected.  Motion carried.
d. Lilla suggested holding back $200 from the final payment for Madison Street for a few minor repair issues.  Lilla stated he would speak to the contractor and let him know about the $200.  Hausner moved and Nelson seconded to approve the recommendation of Lilla to release final payment for the Madison Street project, less $200.  Motion carried.

Information Items:  
a.
Update on space needs study, ordinance codification and capital inventory list.  Prem stated he would like to start reviewing Kardatzke’s space needs recommendations this winter.  Hottmann stated an Ordinance Committee meeting will be held in the beginning of December.  There was no update on the capital inventory list.  
b.
Information from the State of Wisconsin – Department of Health Services regarding an FDA recall on Insulin Syringes.

General Public Comment:  Hottmann asked if letters should be sent to village flood victims in regards to getting their homes re-assessed.  Crary stated a notice will be put in the paper after the tax collection process for the current year was completed, so there would not be any confusion.  Wipperfurth stated both parks have been experiencing vandalism and requested more police support in patrolling the parks.  Wilkins stated the police department is currently working on criminal juvenile charges on two separate incidents.  Wilkins stated patrol of the parks could be stepped up if necessary.  Prem asked Wilkins about winter parking.  Wilkins stated the police department has started to issue warnings, and they will most likely start issuing citations at the beginning of December.
