Minutes of Public Hearing

Proceedings of the Village of Spring Green Public Hearing on November 19, 2008, at 7:00 p.m., Village Hall, 154 N. Lexington Street, Spring Green WI.

1. Call to order:  Greg Prem, Village President, called the hearing to order at 7:00 p.m. 

2. Roll call of Village Board members:  Members present were Greg Prem, Mark Nelson, Joel Marcus, Eugene Hausner, Doug Feiner, Dale Hottmann and Vern Liegel.

Also present were Wendy Crary, Louise Dotter, Jan Hoffman, Greg Wipperfurth, Kevin Wilkins, Al Bauer, Ed Lilla and Jenny Pappas.

3. Approve Agenda: Hausner moved and Feiner seconded to approve the agenda. Motion carried.

4. Public Comment:  Dotter asked why dog license revenue was only $125.00.  Crary stated the village only retains fifty cents per dog license sold and the remainder is sent to Sauk County.  Dotter discussed the following ideas with the board:

· consider looking into LED street lighting
· re-visit the cable franchise fee agreement
· consider money savings in weed and brush control by letting certain areas, such as the borders around the park areas and the vacant lot on the west end of Jefferson Street to go natural.  Wipperfurth stated high grass could create a tick issue.  
· Look into selling village recyclables/scrap metal collected from residents, and/or selling garbage bag stickers
Dotter inquired about capital expenditures in relation to the problems caused from the flooding.  Prem stated the plan is to borrow funds in 2009 for flood related projects.  Prem stated the 2009 borrowed funds would not need to be budgeted for until 2010.  Prem stated the $35K contribution for the River Valley Flood Investigation Study would most likely be a 2008 budget amendment.
