Minutes of Regular Session
Proceedings of the Village of Spring Green Board of Trustees meeting on October 22, 2008 at 7:00 p.m., at 154 N. Lexington Street, Spring Green Wisconsin.

1. Call to order: Greg Prem, Village President, called the meeting to order at 7:00 p.m.  
2. Roll call of Village Board members:  Members present were Joel Marcus, Gene Hausner, Doug Feiner, Dale Hottmann and Vern Liegel.  Mark Nelson was absent.  Also present were Wendy Crary, Jan Hoffman, Kevin Wilkins, Greg Wipperfurth, Linda Donnelly and Jenny Pappas.
3. Approve Minutes:  Hausner moved and Feiner seconded to approve the minutes of the October 10, 2008 Public Information Meeting, Regular Board Meeting and Closed Session.  Motion carried.

Approve Agenda:  Crary requested moving item 8f to the first item of new business.  Hausner moved and Liegel seconded to approve the amended agenda.  Motion carried.

Consent Agenda:  Feiner moved and Marcus seconded to approve the consent agenda consisting of the following:
a. Approval of Financial Report.

b. Approval of Disbursements.

c. Approval of the following License for The Village Tavern, 137 W. Jefferson St., Spring Green, WI:

Old Business:   

a. Crary reviewed the 2009 preliminary budget with the board noting General Expenditures needed to be cut by approximately $5,000 to meet the budget restraint.  The board discussed several areas that could be reduced.  The consensus of the board was to reduce General Expenditures by $5,000 and have Crary and the other department heads decide what line items the reductions should come from.  Hausner moved and Liegel seconded to authorize Crary to publish for the Budget Hearing to be held on November 19, 2008.  Motion carried.
b. Wipperfurth stated the CTW Corporation estimate to repair Well House No. 1 was for $9,500 and the company is familiar with the well as they have done work on it previously.  Wipperfurth stated Layne-Northwest gave him an estimate to pull up the discharge head to inspect the condition of the top of the well casing and pump base at a cost of $1,575.  The estimate from Layne-Northwest stated “without seeing the well casing and pump base to assess their condition, it is difficult to formulate a quotation to perform the needed repairs.”  Feiner moved and Hottmann seconded to approve the CTW Corporation estimate to repair Well House No. 1 at a cost of $9,500.  Motion carried.

Information Items:

f. Donnelly went over the Energy Independent Communities Newsletter.  Donnelly stated there is a grant opportunity available for $10K - $50K to conduct an audit and assessment of facilities/vehicles that utilize fossil fuels.  Donnelly stated she would volunteer to fill out the grant application, and the due date for said application was December 15, 2008.  Donnelly stated a coordinator and team would need to be designated and three board members, three staff and three citizens would be ideal.  No action taken.

New Business:
a. Liegel moved and Hausner seconded to amend Section 3.05 of The Village of Spring Green Zoning Ordinance to add “Special Trade Contractors” as a conditional use in the B-1 District.  Motion carried.
b. Liegel moved and Hausner seconded to amend Section 3.05A of The Village of Spring Green Zoning Ordinance to add “Special Trade Contractors” as a permitted use in the B-2 District.  Motion carried.
c. Feiner stated Art Carlson has been trying to get a tree cut down at his home for several years now, as he feels it is dying.  Wipperfurth stated Carlson has been trying to get the tree cut down since 1996, and the tree has nothing wrong with it.  Hausner stated the tree looks very nice.  Hottmann stated this is really a non-issue.  No action taken.
d. Lilla stated Jewell Associates reviewed the video tapes of Cincinnati and Baltimore and during the review, some issues on Albany were discovered as well.  Lilla stated H & K gave them a price of $5,600 to repair the sewer lines and the next lowest bid was for $8,200.  Lilla stated the bids were reviewed with Greg Prem and H & K will be coming tomorrow to make the necessary repairs.  No action taken.
e. Crary went over the changes made to the Employee Handbook at the last Personnel Committee Meeting.  The board discussed the compensatory time issue.  No action taken.
f. Wipperfurth stated he would like to replace four hydrants at a cost of approximately $13,660.  Wipperfurth recommended H & K for the installation.  Hausner moved and Feiner seconded to replace four fire hydrants at a cost not to exceed $14,000.  Motion carried.
