Minutes of Regular Session

Proceedings of the Village of Spring Green Board of Trustees meeting on August 13, 2008 at 7:00 p.m., at 154 N. Lexington Street, Spring Green Wisconsin.

1. Call to order: Greg Prem, Village President, called the meeting to order at 7:00 p.m.  
2. Roll call of Village Board members:  Members present were Mark Nelson, Joel Marcus, Gene Hausner, Doug Feiner, Dale Hottmann and Vern Liegel.  Also present were Wendy Crary, Greg Wipperfurth, Gene Dischler, Jan Hoffman, Terry Drone, Doug Severson, Dawn Eno, Karna Hanna, Florence Bird, Don Greenwood, Ed Lilla, Kevin Wilkins, Irv Snyder, Cynthia Shelley, Benny Stenner and Jenny Pappas.
3. Approve Minutes:  Hausner moved and Marcus seconded to approve the minutes of the June 25, 2008 and July 9, 2008 Regular Board Meetings.  Motion carried.

Approve Agenda:  Feiner moved and Hottmann seconded to approve the agenda as presented.  Motion carried.

Consent Agenda:  Liegel moved and Feiner seconded to approve the consent agenda consisting of the following:

Old Business:   

a. Prem stated the Spring Green Flood Relief Committee met two weeks ago and the consensus of the committee was to have the Spring Green Knights of Columbus go down their own path as to how the funds they raise will be disbursed.  Prem stated the Flood Relief Committee wants to move forward with their original plans, noting the applications for flood relief deadline was August 14, 2008.  Prem stated the Flood Relief Committee recommends the Village Board direct The Peoples Community Bank to stop accepting funds to that account as of the end of business on August 14, 200 and have either the bank or a non-profit organization disburse the funds.  Prem moved and Hausner seconded to proceed with the Spring Green Flood Relief Committee’s recommendation to have the bank stop collecting funds as of the close of business on August 14, 2008, have the account closed out and have the appropriate entity disburse the funds.  Motion carried.
b. Lilla stated Jewell sent a letter to Enviro-Care stating the Village of Spring Green expects to be compensated for the vertical screw screen that was removed.  Lilla stated Enviro-Care’s legal counsel responded, and requested an additional two weeks to respond.  Lilla stated Greg Jewell did not have a problem giving them some additional time to respond.  No action taken.

New Business:
a. Terry Drone with Johnson Block reviewed the 2007 Final Audit with the Village Board.  Hausner moved and Liegel seconded to accept the 2007 Final Audit as presented.  Motion carried.

b. Karna Hanna from the Sauk County Development Corporation gave a presentation on Spring Green’s Gallery and Industrial Retention/Expansion reports.  No action taken.  Cynthia Shelley arrived at 7:34 p.m.

c. Wilkins stated he did not foresee any problems with the request.  Feiner moved and Hausner seconded to approve the request submitted by Tim Johnson on behalf of the Spring Green Knights of Columbus for an additional street closure for August 31, 2008 during the River Valley Area Flood Relief Benefit.  Motion carried.
d. Wipperfurth stated he has been working on televising the sewer lines ever since the June, 2008 flood event, and a number of leaks have been discovered.  Doug Severson with Digi-Sewer stated his company has been in business for over 30 years and their objective is to seal off infiltration to eliminate unnecessary work to the pumps.  Severson described in great detail two methods of repairing the sewer lines:  lining of the sewer lines which would cost approximately $30 per foot, and a grouting method which would cost approximately $12 per foot.  Benny Stenner arrived at 8:17 p.m.  Severson stated they would not need to tear up the roads, because all of their work is done underground.  Hausner asked if the needed repairs would be eligible for flood funding.  Greenwood stated the village may have a shot at FEMA public assistance funds if they could prove the damage is a direct result of the storms.  Wipperfurth stated they have discovered at least four blocks worth of problems so far.  Prem suggested coming back to the board with a proposal.  No action taken.   
e. Hausner moved and Liegel seconded to authorize Jewell Associates Engineers to provide private engineering services related to Village Family Dental.  Motion carried.
f. Crary stated the second quarter, 2008 bill for the Prairie Sanitary District was approximately $10,000 due to flooding.  Crary stated the average quarterly bill for the Prairie Sanitary District is usually $5,000-$6,000.  Dischler stated the Prairie Sanitary District was going to pay the second quarter bill in full and request assistance from FEMA.  No action taken.
8.
Information Items:  
a. Wilkins stated Pifer did not comply with the clean-up deadline, and the police department has issued five citations and is now waiting for the court date. 
b. Prem stated the Ordinance Committee is waiting for additional input from Louise Dotter in regards to the ordinance codification, the Capital Improvement Plan will be on a September, 2008 agenda, the space needs will be re-visited in October and another meeting needs to be set up for the Employee Handbook.
c. Information entitled “The Role of Geology and Groundwater in 2008 Flooding in the Spring Green Area.”
d. Brochures from the Local Government Center regarding 2008 Fall Budget and Finance Workshops and Current Issues Affecting Local Government Officials.

e. Feiner stated he attended a meeting about one month ago regarding the creation of a drainage district.  Feiner asked that the village be on board with the drainage district if it is created.  Prem stated a ditch may help with surface water issues near the ditch, but not with groundwater issues.  Stenner stated a meeting was scheduled for Saturday, August 23 at 9:00 a.m. at the high school to ask the voters in the Town of Spring Green for permission to take out a loan to do a River Valley Flood Control Investigation.  Stenner stated the Town will pay for the services at first, and then ask the surrounding communities to pitch in.  Stenner stated he wants to move forward now, so the momentum is not lost.  Snyder stated this process has been hell, but the good that came of it is that our two communities have learned to come together.  Shelley inquired why the drainage pipe was omitted from Monroe Street when the street was redone.  Shelley stated she was looking for some sort of response.  Lilla stated the board at that time decided not to do new sidewalk with the project, which would have alleviated many of the current water drainage issues.  Shelley stated the design was not executed properly.  Wipperfurth stated Greg Jewell could explain the situation better.  Shelley stated the Wisconsin Federation of Municipalities could send one of their engineers.  Greenwood stated the village president at the time knew you did not want a sidewalk assessment, so the sidewalk was not raised.  Greenwood stated if the sidewalk had been elevated at that time, it may have solved the problem.  Shelley stated this issue keeps falling on deaf ears, and that she wanted some action to be taken.  Shelley asked who was responsible if the board does not visit this issue.  Prem stated Greg Jewell needs to come in and talk about it because he has the best background on the situation.  No action taken.

General Public Comment:  Marcus stated the board should discuss Shelley’s issue after it has been placed on an upcoming agenda, because no action can be taken at tonight’s meeting.  Nelson stated he planned to contact Home News and ask them to take pictures of the municipal pool improvements.
