Minutes of Regular Session

Proceedings of the Village of Spring Green Board of Trustees meeting on July 23, 2008 at 7:00 p.m., at 154 N. Lexington Street, Spring Green Wisconsin.

1. Call to order: Wendy Crary, Village Clerk/Treasurer, called the meeting to order at 7:00 p.m.  Liegel moved and Feiner seconded to appoint Gene Hausner as chair of the meeting.  Motion carried.    

2. Roll call of Village Board members:  Members present were Joel Marcus, Gene Hausner, Doug Feiner, Dale Hottmann and Vern Liegel.  Greg Prem and Mark Nelson were absent.  Also present were Wendy Crary, Greg Wipperfurth, Barbara Pratt, Jan Hoffman, Cheryl Hoeper, Kathleen McDonald and Jenny Pappas.
3. Approve Minutes:  Liegel moved and Marcus seconded to approve the minutes of the June 19, 2008 Special Board Meeting.  Motion carried.

Approve Agenda:  Feiner moved and Hottmann seconded to approve the agenda as presented.  Motion carried.

Consent Agenda:  Feiner moved and Marcus seconded to approve the consent agenda consisting of the following:

e. Approval of the request submitted by St. John’s School to utilize the Village Park for a daily noon recess during the 2008 – 2009 school year. In addition St. John’s is requesting the use of N. Washington St. for the 9:45 to 10:00 a.m. morning recess and for the noon recess on days funerals are held at the Church.

f. Approval of a contract with Frontier FS for propane price agreement.
Motion carried.  
6.
New Business:   

a. Wipperfurth stated the painting company hired to paint the municipal swimming pool would like to start on Tuesday, September 16, and requested the pool be drained a few days prior to their arrival.  Crary stated the school district and Jerica Crook have been notified of the potential closing date.  Liegel moved and Feiner seconded to close the municipal swimming pool on September 13, 2008.  Motion carried.
b. Liegel moved and Hottmann seconded to appoint Bob LeCount to the Flood Relief Disbursement Team/Committee.  Motion carried.

c. Leigel stated he was under the assumption that the Spring Green Flood Relief Donation Account was for the entire River Valley area, and expressed his concern that many people that suffered flood damage are going to be excluded.  Feiner stated there will not be much money to go around if you include everyone in the River Valley area.  Hottmann stated the Flood Relief Disbursement Committee tried to keep the criteria simple, and did not include farmers because they may have other avenues of funding.  Liegel stated the Knights of Columbus are upset at how this is being handled and are talking about keeping the money they raise to disburse over the entire River Valley area.  Feiner suggested tabling the issue and requested the Flood Relief Disbursement Committee meet again.  Crary stated the Village became involved because of the nature of the flood situation – it was chaotic.  Hoffman stated the Flood Relief Disbursement Committee came to the opinion of offering funds to township residents only because there is only $20,000 to disburse.  Marcus asked Liegel if he had an idea of how much the Knights of Columbus would raise on August 31.  Liegel stated it is hard to judge, but the KCs raised $60,000 for Brady Shelton during a one-day event.  Marcus stated he was just wondering if it would be best to pool all of the money or to leave each fund separate.  Ed Lilla arrived at 7:17 p.m.  Crary stated Todd Miller wanted to convey that 4PeteSake is willing to be the non-profit entity that handles the funds if necessary.  Hottmann stated he thought it would be best if the Flood Relief Disbursement Committee meets again to reconsider the options.  Marcus moved and Feiner seconded to refer the Spring Green Flood Relief Fund Disbursement Committee’s recommendation back to the Committee for further discussion.  Motion carried.
d. Hottmann moved and Liegel seconded to approve the Certified Survey Map (CSM) submitted by Spring Green Self Storage to create two lots from parcel #0504-5, located at 630 E. Madison Street, Village of Spring Green, WI.  Motion carried.

e. Feiner moved and Liegel seconded to add “Dance Studio” as a permitted use under Section 3.06 in the B-3 District.  Motion carried.

Information Items:
a. Crary stated the Personnel Committee met on Monday, July 21 and hoped to have something for the board to review at the August 13 meeting.  Crary stated the Ordinance Committee met on July 16.  
b. Letter from Governor Jim Doyle regarding the Safe Routes to School program.
c. Information regarding Temporary Restrictions on Issuance of Zoning Permits due to flood related concerns.

General Public Comment:  Pratt stated she was here tonight representing the north side residents experiencing problems with water in their basements.  Pratt asked if there was anything that could be done to alleviate the water problems.  Wipperfurth stated he spoke with Jewell about running the storm sewer to the end of the ditch to Wood Street by Mary Ellen Kramer’s property.  Lilla stated they are in the process of surveying that area and once the information is available, they will get it to the board to send out for bids.  Lilla stated there is an easement near Kraemer’s property already, and that should help with the surface water issues.  Lilla stated other options could include restoring the pond east/west near North Baltimore Street, and working on the manholes in Sprecher’s field.  Lilla stated the issue was not just being swept under the rug, as Jewell is constantly working with other agencies on possible solutions.
